BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.

APPROVAL OF THE SEPTEMBER 2014 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Hensley so moved, seconded by Alderman Godsy.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE OCTOBER VOUCHER The October voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month. The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher, holding the TRC check for compliance with the terms of the contract. 

APPOINTMENT AND RENEWAL OF TERMS OF PLAN COMMISSION MEMBERS:  Potential Plan Commission members were discussed and the Mayor will discuss the opportunity with several citizens.  It was determined that George Hensley would like to remain on the Board but may not always be able to attend.

RESOLUTION 2014-3 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING APPLICATION TO THE MUNICIPAL PARKS GRANT PROGRAM FOR A GRANT IN AID FOR SOME OR ALL OF THE COST OF A PARK IMPROVEMENT PROJECT IN MINTURN PARK  The Board discussed the potential match and maintenance funds that would be needed, all of which have been previously budgeted.  Landscape details will be reviewed after the grant is awarded.  Alderman Hensley moved and Alderman Godsy seconded a motion to authorize the Mayor and City Administrator to sign all necessary forms and letters to support the grant application, which will be prepared by SWT.

CITIZEN COMMENTS: The Board heard updates from the Code Compliance Officer on housing issues in the City.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION:
1) The City Picnic was reviewed with no suggested changes for next year.
2) The City’s will be accepting bids for the winter clearance contract until October 29, with bids solicited from former contractors, and Webster and Kirkwood Public Works contacts as well as publication as required.
3) The City is attempting to locate a map of the original Missouri Avenue for filing with the County in order to show the previous vacation of that area.
4) The City Attorney reviewed litigation filed by the City of Springfield regarding new telecommunications legislation.
5) Street work in the City was reviewed, the check for striping will be held until all striping has been completed.
6) The draft audit has been sent to the Treasurer for review.
7) The City Administrator updated the Board on a Proclamation celebrating the anniversary of Bethesda facilities in Oakland.  

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Hensley brought to the Board’s attention a bid from Cozy by Nature to remove honeysuckle in Minturn Park. The City had sought multiple bids and this was the second bid received and covered more area for a better price than other bids reviewed in the past.  Alderman Hensley moved to accept the bid for $3850 and Alderman Godsy seconded the bid which was approved by a vote of 4-0. 

Alderman Godsy had nothing further.

Alderman Steuby had nothing further.

Alderman Stewart asked that the check for TRC be held because work has not been completed as required by contract.

Mayor Marti discussed potential options for sculpture in Minturn Park.
