Mosquito Season

The County will be monitoring mosquitoes each week this summer.  When spraying is needed to control the mosquito population, it will be done on Wednesday or Thursday evening.  If you would like to know if your area will be sprayed on a particular day, you can call the hotline at 615-4BUG around 5p.m.  Spraying is just one of many tools the County utilizes to control the types of mosquitoes which are active at night and most likely to carry disease. The best way to eliminate daytime mosquitoes, which are container breeders, is to eliminate sources of standing water around your home. To report mosquito problems or to be placed on the no spray list call 727-3097.

Community Development Block Grant Hearing
The City of Oakland will hold a public hearing to discuss the allocation of $20,000 in Community Development Block Grant Funds which will become available after January 1, 2012.  The Public Hearing will be held at 7:00 p.m. on July 6, 2011 at the Webster Groves Christian Church, 1320 Lockwood Blvd., Oakland MO 63122. 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Sewer Lateral Repair Program

The City of Oakland offers residents a Sewer Lateral Repair Program.  If you think you have a collapsed pipe, contact a plumber and have the line cabled at your expense. Once you have received the tape, contact City Building Inspector Greg Hanser. He will review the tape to verify your eligibility. If eligible, the resident decides on a contractor to do the repair and then pays for the repair in full.  Copies of the actual bill and receipt of payment can be sent to P. O. Box 220511, St. Louis, MO  63122 and reimbursement (up to $2500) will be sent to you after approved at the next Board meeting.
