MEETING CALLED TO ORDER by Board President Stewart at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL showed that all Board members were present, except Mayor Marti was out recovering from a recent injury.

APPROVAL OF THE JULY BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES
Alderman Stewart requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Hensley so moved, seconded by Alderman Steuby and the Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval of the open minutes first, and then the closed minutes by the same vote.

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE JULY VOUCHER The financial reports and voucher were reviewed noting that payroll had been reviewed and approved by the treasurer. The voucher was approved by a vote of 4-0 with the addition of a check to Acme for $2140.

RECOGNITION OF OUTSTANDING PERFORMANCE OF DUTIES BY POLICE OFFICERS  The Board recognized retiring Police Chief Jack Plummer for his many years of service and also recognized the outstanding performance of Court Officers assigned to the City. The Board also welcomed new Police Chief Brian Murphy to the job.

RESOLUTION 2017-2 A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING KIRKWOOD POLICE OFFICERS FOR THEIR EXEMPLARY SERVICE TO THE CITY OF OAKLAND was moved by Alderman Hensley and seconded by Alderman Godsy and approved by a vote of 4-0 then presented to the officers by Board President Stewart with the congratulations of the Board.

RESOLUTION 2017-3 A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND CONGRATULATING KIRKWOOD POLICE CHIEF JACK PLUMMER ON HIS RETIREMENT was moved by Alderman Hensley and seconded by Alderman Godsy and approved by a vote of 4-0 then presented to Chief Plummer by Board President Stewart with the congratulations of the Board along with a plaque designed by Mayor Marti.

PRESENTATION BY SWT DESIGN Jay Wohlschlaeger presented the final site plans for improvements in Minturn Park and answered resident questions. He then reviewed the five bids for the work that had been received and recommended that the low bidder, Landesign, be awarded the bid as the lowest and best bid for the work.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 860 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT FOR GRANT FUNDED IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK Alderman Hensley moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 860 awarding the contract to Landesign, with the alternate for limestone. Alderman Godsy seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by the City Attorney.  There was no further discussion and a quorum was confirmed and the City Attorney read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0.  

PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING THE PROPOSED TAX RATES FOR REAL ESTATE COMMERCIAL AND PERSONAL PROPERTY IN THE CITY OF OAKLAND The Board reviewed the assessed valuation of property in the City and the calculations that a tax rate of point one nine four cents ($0.1940) on all  residential real estate; a tax rate of point two five one cents ($0.2510) on all commercial real estate and a tax rate of point two three seven ($0.2370) on all personal property assessed valuation as shown on the assessment books of the County Clerk would create revenue consistent with last year’s tax revenue and be consistent with their intentions to keep tax revenue steady in the City. Questions and comments were heard and discussed regarding the excellent quality of City services and low taxes relative to neighboring cities.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 861 AN ORDINANCE SETTING THE 2017 TAX RATES 		FOR   REAL ESTATE, COMMERCIAL AND PERSONAL PROPERTY TAXES IN 		THE CITY OF OAKLAND Alderman Godsy moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 861, Alderman Hensley seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by the City Attorney.  There was no further discussion and a quorum was confirmed and the City Attorney read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0.  

CITIZEN COMMENTS: The Board discussed traffic concerns in the City with residents and agreed to meet with the new Police Chief to address the concerns.

UPDATES FROM CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER AND LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR Mr. Hanser reviewed a recent bid from Ford Asphalt to make improvements on Sappington Ave., the Board asked that he also meet with Wind Engineering to evaluate additional options.


SPECIAL DISCUSSION:
Absent cancellation, the trash contract with Waste Management will renew at the end of the year. The Board supports the automatic renewal.
Park Avenue Update: The payment to KJU on tonight’s voucher will not be released until MSD makes their payment which is now due.
There were no Board of Adjustment applications and meetings to discuss.
2017 Street Repair Update: Mr. Hanser reported on the status of completed street repairs.
The Board decided to have a cash bar benefitting BackStoppers at the picnic and instructed the City Administer to issue any necessary temporary alcohol permits to Orlando Catering. 
The Board set the date for the Boards and Commissions Appreciation Dinner for December 11, to follow a short Board meeting the same evening.
The City Administrator’s Report was heard, noting that winter clearance was in place for the upcoming season.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Stewart noted that he was looking into a new sealant for asphalt streets that might be of benefit to the City.

Alderman Hensley requested an update about a driveway repair on Park Ave.

Alderman Godsy asked for an update about a street light issue.

Alderman Steuby had nothing further.
