MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  

APPROVAL OF THE DECEMBER 13, 2010 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Graville.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE JANUARY VOUCHER Treasurer Funk reported on the current income and expenses for the City, noting that the finance report would be sent by mail.   The January voucher was reviewed. The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  The Board heard a presentation from the Kirkwood School District regarding the VISTA program in the Huff Building.  The Board thanked the School District for their time.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 803: AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH JM MARSCHUETZ FOR IMPROVEMENTS TO HOLMES AVENUE Alderman Graville moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Hensley seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance. A quorum was confirmed, the ordinance read again by Attorney Starr, and the ordinance passed 4-0.
SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. LOEWNAU PARK: The Board determined that they did not wish to proceed with the sidewalk in Loewnau Park if there were not grant funds available this year to finish the master plan for park improvements.

2.  HOLMES AVENUE: A contract with Marschuetz has been authorized by MODOT.

3.  GRAVES MEMORIAL: A possible memorial to Alderwoman Maureen Graves was discussed and trees, plaques, acorns and benches were all considered.  SWT will be consulted for a recommendation.

4. POSSIBLE RENEWAL OF OUTDOOR SOLUTIONS CONTRACT AND APPROVAL OF BID FOR BACKSTOPPERS PARK LANDSCAPE:  The Board reviewed the proposal for new landscape at Backstoppers Park to compement the acorn sculptures as well as the current contract for Landscape services which will automatically renew in May unless cancelled by the City.  By a vote of 4-0 the Board authorized the completion of the Park landscape improvements and the renewal of the exisiting conract.

5.  CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s Report was reviewed and discussed.
