MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  

APPROVAL OF THE FEBRUARY 14, 2011 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Graville.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE JANUARY VOUCHER The March voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. The Board also authorized paying one half of the court clerk conference expenses for Clerk Donna Tharp.

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  Dan Wind made a presentation to the Board regarding potential improvements to Park Avenue.  The Board determined that the primary goals for a potential project would be storm water improvements (including curbs and gutters), improved aesthetics for the street, installation of a pedestrian walk way on one side of the street and the minimization of tree loss.  Mr. Wind thought these things could be accomplished without a significant grade change on the street.  The Board scheduled a meeting on the street to look at details with Mr. Wind on March 29 at 6:00 p.m.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. POSSIBLE FUTURE IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK: are being reviewed with SWT for future Board discussion.

2.  HOLMES AVENUE UPDATE: work has begun in the Melshire area and will likely reach residential areas in May. The exact schedule for the residential areas has not yet been determined.  Alderman Stewart moved and Alderman Hensley seconded RESOLUTION 2011-1 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR OF THE CITY OF KIRKWOOD TO APPROVE CHANGE ORDERS FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF HOLMES AVENUE which passed 4-0.
3.  GRAVES MEMORIAL: A possible memorial to Alderwoman Maureen Graves was discussed and Mayor Marti agreed to do some preliminary drawings of a potential memorial.  

4. NON-BINDING TAX RATE: the Board authorized the City Administrator, by a vote of 4-0, to prepare and file an estimated tax rate for the City for 2011 based on assessed values for 2011 when they become available.

5. POTHOLE UPDATE AND POTENTIAL STREET REPAIR ISSUES: Weis was authorized by a vote of 4-0 to prepare bids for street work per the estimate prepared for the City and reviewed by the Board.  The Board also authorized Ford Asphalt to repair existing potholes in advance of the larger street project.  

6.  CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s Report was reviewed and discussed.  A discussion was had regarding a potential motor vehicle allowance for the Code Enforcement Officer and the use of that allowance for a utility cart purchase.  The City Administrator was asked to check with the insurance carrier regarding insurance issues related to a cart.  The Board also authorized the immediate payment of mileage expenses for 2010 to Mr. Hanser for 1,050 miles driven on City work.  A garage sale date of May 21 was set by the City.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN
Alderman Stewart noted a decrease in the City’s census since 2000 and asked the City Administrator to check with Bethesda regarding their change in census numbers.

Alderman Graville inquired as to the status of the creek clean up near Mr. Harmon’s residence and Mr. Hanser provided an update.  

Alderman Hensley had nothing further.

Alderman Steuby inquired as to the status of open permits for the Villas at Oak Bend and Mr. Hanser provided an update.

Mayor Marti reported on activities in the municipal league and its work on behalf of cities in the area to promote best practices.

MISCELLANEOUS- None

Alderman Graville  moved to adjourn the open meeting and go into closed session pursuant to 610.021(3) to discuss employment matters and Alderman Stewart seconded the motion which carried 4-0 (Graville-yes, Stewart-yes, Hensley-yes, Steuby-yes)
