MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present except Alderman Graville.  

APPROVAL OF THE MARCH 14, 2011 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Hensley.  The Board voted 3-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE JANUARY VOUCHER The April voucher had been submitted in advance and was reviewed along with financial statements for the month.  The Board voted 3-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  An email comment from resident Steve Boggeman was reviewed regarding Holmes Avenue traffic issues, and the Board was not in favor of removing the no left turn restriction at Sappington and Oakland due to the school bus stop in that area.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 804:  AN ORDINANCE RESTRICTING PARKING ON FORTUNE LANE TO RESIDENTS ONLY Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Steuby seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance. A quorum was confirmed, the ordinance read again by Attorney Starr, and the motion was tabled by a vote of 3-0

ORDINANCE NUMBER 805: AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AND EXECUTE A MUNICIPAL HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT SUPPLEMENTAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT WITH ST. LOUIS COUNTY Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Steuby seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance. A quorum was confirmed, the ordinance read again by Attorney Starr, and the ordinance passed 3-0.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. POSSIBLE FUTURE IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK: are being reviewed   with SWT  and CDBG for future Board discussion, specifically the Board is looking into possibilities for an accessible bridge in the park.

2. HOLMES AVENUE UPDATE: pre-construction meeting dates were given, the use of the City street tree budget to replace street trees on Holmes was favorably discussed, and the Board was made aware that Code Enforcement Officer Hanser’s hours would likely be higher this summer as he assists with Holmes issues.

3. GRAVES MEMORIAL: this discussion was tabled until the next meeting of the           Board. 

4. NON-BINDING TAX RATE: the City Administrator reported that the estimated tax rate was timely filed with an increase in commercial rates from .246 to .254.

5. POTHOLE UPDATE AND POTENTIAL STREET REPAIR ISSUES: A proposal from     Ford Asphalt to repair potholes was approved by a vote of 3-0.  The bid package from Weis for major street repairs will be available at the next Board meeting.

6. SUPPPORT FOR STREAM CLEAN UP EVENT: Alderman Hensley reported on the stream clean-up efforts by children in the City and the Board approved supporting their efforts with bags, pick-up or other support as details are determined in the future.

7.  REPORT ON ENFORCEMENT ISSUES AND 717 OAKLAND STATUS; the owner of 717 Oakland was present and agreed to demolish the property in 30 days or the City would begin legal action.  Enforcement related to chickens and commercial vehicles was also discussed.

8. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s Report was reviewed and discussed.  The Board favored the citizen suggestion that a food drive be held in conjunction with the City Picnic in the fall.  A street sweeping date of May 3 was approved.  

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN
Alderman Stewart discussed with Mr. Hanser potential sewer issues at the home at Mabel and Liggett Ave.

Alderman Hensley had nothing further.

Alderman Steuby noted that work on Holmes was progressing well.

Mayor Marti reported on activities in the municipal league in evaluating new census numbers and potential changes in sales tax pool distribution procedures.
