MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present except Alderman Graville.  

APPROVAL OF THE MAY 8, 2011 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Steuby.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE JANUARY VOUCHER The May voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  The Board heard and addressed citizen comments including a letter regarding Park Avenue, a comment about speeding issues on Sappington, and a presentation from Innovative Signs regarding a request for a sign that does not conform to code.  Innovative Signs was referred to the Code Enforcement Officer and City Administrator to determine if a variance application is in order.

PUBLIC HEARING- A public hearing to approve the proposed 2011-12 budget for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2011 was opened by Mayor Marti.  The amounts budgeted for future work on Park Avenue were noted.  There were no citizen comments and the public hearing was closed.  

ORDINANCE NUMBER 806: AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF OAKLAND FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2011-12

Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 806, Alderman Steuby seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Mayor Marti.  There was no further discussion and  a quorum was confirmed and Mayor Marti read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 3-0.  

ORDINANCE NUMBER 807:  AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT FOR STREET IMPROVEMENTS IN THE CITY OF OAKLAND Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Hensley seconded the motion and Mayor Marti read the ordinance. A quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read again by Mayor Marti. The ordinance passed by a vote of 3-0.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. POSSIBLE FUTURE IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK: the likelihood of utilizing $55,000 in available CDBG funds for the Minturn Bridge was discussed, and the Board was advised that SWT feels all compliance issues required by CDBG can be achieved in the project.  Alderman Stewart moved and Alderman Hensley seconded a motion to authorize SWT to proceed with the design work according to the terms of their previously submitted proposal.  The motion passed by a vote of 3-0.

2. HOLMES AVENUE UPDATE: The Board reviewed potential change orders including the ordering of extra lights and the changing of the turn radius near the library.  The Board voted 3-0 to table a decision on these issues until additional information regarding changes and costs on the project could be obtained.

3. GRAVES MEMORIAL: this discussion was tabled until the next meeting of the           Board. 

4. PROPOSED TENNIS COURT AGREEMENT WITH KIRKWOOD: the Board reviewed the proposal for tennis court usage from Kirkwood Parks and Recreation and voted 3-0 to utilize the plan for Oakland residents to use the Kirkwood tennis facilities.

5. POTHOLE UPDATE AND POTENTIAL STREET REPAIR ISSUES: Pothole work is complete and the street repair work will proceed according to the bid accepted earlier.  The City Administrator will confirm that holes at Sappington between 44 and Big Bend as well as curbing near 901 Oakland are included in the street repair project.

6.  CITY PICNIC DATE AND OVERALL PLAN: The City Administrator will work to find a date that does not conflict with local school programs and begin to look at options  for the picnic.
7. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was reviewed. It was agreed that there would be no regular July meeting unless determined by the City Administrator that it was required but that the Board would hold the hearing for CDBG funds in July and the Board voted 3-0 to authorize the City Administrator and Mayor to proceed with the 2012 CDBG Application.  The Board also voted to allow the Treasurer to approve routine July expensed by voucher in the absence of a full Board meeting.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN
Alderman Stewart discussed with Mr. Hanser compliance issues and the clearing of trees  in the City.

Alderman Hensley requested and received an update from Mr. Hanser regarding the demolition at 717 Oakland.

Alderman Steuby reported on his attendance at the Bethesda celebration of the new adult day care facility.

Mayor Marti passed along concerns he has received regarding the alternative school in the Huff building.

MISCELLANEOUS- None

A move to enter adjourn the regular meeting and enter into closed session pursuant to RSMO 610.010(3) to discuss employment issues was made by Alderman Stewart, seconded by Alderman Hensley and carried 3-0 by a roll call vote Alderman Steuby-yes, Alderman Hensley-yes, Alderman Stewart-yes. During closed session the Board reviewed a proposed change to the employment contract of the City Administrator regarding a pay increase which had been submitted by Alderman Graville.  The Board discussed the change in pay and authorized the Mayor to revise the contract (attached as Exhibit A) by a vote of 3-0.  The meeting was the adjourned by a vote of 3-0
