MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  
APPROVAL OF THE MAY 10, 2010 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES AND THE MAY 17 BUDGET WORKSHOP MINUTES-  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted. There being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderwoman Graves.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE JUNE 2010 VOUCHER Treasurer Funk reported on the current income and expenses for the City.   The June voucher was reviewed and items added for Chase at $48.09 and Traveler’s at $6219.  It was also agreed that all routine July expenses would be authorized upon review of Treasurer Funk so that checks could be issued without a Board meeting in July. Alderwoman Graves moved to approve the voucher and July expenses and Alderman Stewart seconded the motion.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expnses. 

PUBLIC HEARING- A public hearing to approve the proposed 2010-11 budget for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2009 was opened by Mayor Marti.  The Board discussed adding $13,000 for the production of an Oakland History Book.  Alderman Graville suggested increasing the park improvement budget to $100,000 to leverage for a municipal park grant next year, Alderman Stewart suggested that the amount be $80,000 for two acorns in Backstoppers Park, the amount required to finish the Loewnau Park Sidewalk not covered by CDBG funds and to use as a match for a potential municipal park grant.  There were no citizen comments and the public hearing was closed.  

ORDINANCE NUMBER 789: AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF OAKLAND FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2010-2011
Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 789, Alderwoman Graves seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Attorney Starr.  There was discussion regarding the appropriate expenditure for Parks and the History Book and Alderwoman Graves moved to amend budget line 668 to add $13,000 for the history book and line item 667 from $50,000 to $80,000 for parks, Alderman Hensley seconded the motion which carried by a vote of 4-0.  A quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0.  The Board also authorized, by a vote of 4-0, the Mayor or City Administrator to enter into a work for hire agreement with Mark and Suzanne Bolten for the creation of the History Book, authorized SWT to supervise the installation of two clay acorns in Backstoppers Park at their normal hourly rate, and authorized the purchase of those two acorns not to exceed $10,000 from Carol Flemming.  

PUBLIC HEARING: A public hearing to discuss the allocation of $20,000 in Community Development Block Grant Funds which will become available after January 1, 2011 was opened by Mayor Marti.  City Administrator LeMoine asked that all members of the public present sign the sign-in sheet and read the Public Hearing Handout which was also distributed to all members of the public present.  The City Adminsitrator reviewed previous meetings in which Jay Wohlschlaeger from SWT explained certain material and architectural barriers to access for the elderly and severely disabled that exist in Loewnau Park and the new Minturn Park property.  The Board expressed their desire to utilize CDBG funds for the removal of these barriers in order to have access from parking areas to the park green spaces and to make the bridge on the Minturn property accessible.  There were no citizen comments and the Mayor closed the public hearing. The Board authorized the City Administrator to complete and the Mayor to sign the 2011 CDBG application seeking funds to remove the barriers discussed, by a vote of 4-0.

CITIZEN COMMENTS: Dale Signs reviewed internal signage proposed on the Bethesda Property.  
APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS- The Mayor nominated David Hauck to serve as an alternate member of the Board of Adjustment and the nomination was approved by a vote of 4-0

SPECIAL DISCUSSION 

1. Holmes Avenue Update:  The Board reviewed a proposal from Droege Tree Service regarding the tree at 120 South Holmes and tabled a decision on the bid pending further information.  The Board reviewed information from the engineer that Right-of-Way clearance had been obtained and the project is awaiting final approval from Jefferson City before bids can be obtained.

2.  Potential Sidewalk in Loewnau Park: Alerman Stewart and Mayor Marti reported on meeting at the Park with SWT to find a path to avoid trees.  Alderman Stewart suggested that the sidewalk be a circle assuming the Board plans to apply for a park grant to finish the park according to the Master Plan.  The Board agreed with this plan and authorized the Mayor and Alderman Stewart to finalize the details of the sidewalk (pavement style, etc.) and the City Administrator to move forward with the bidding process by a vote of 4-0.  

3. Potential Oakland History Book Expenses were reviewed during the budget portion of the meeting.

4. Potential Trash Contract Renewal October 2010: the Board discussed that the contract would automatically renew unless cancelled and determined that they wished to allow the contract to automatically renew by a vote of 4-0.

5. City Administrator’s Report.  The City Administrator’s Report was reviewed and discussed.  Potential picnic dates in October were discussed but not yet determined. Potential updates to the cell tower ordinance were reviewed and will be referred to the next plan commission meeting scheduled. Drainage issues in the City were discussed. It was agreed that the City Attorney would send a letter to 725 Frisco regarding a revocable license to place improvements in the right of way and would also provide a contract for Wind Engineering’s work on Park Avenue. 

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Stewart asked that the City Administrator look into the possibility of Ameren turning on the street light on Woodleigh Cove but direct it downward.

Alderwoman Graves had nothing further.  

Alderman Hensely had nothing further.  

Alderman Graville had nothing further.

Mayor Marti updated the Board about a MSD meeting he attended. 

MISCELLANEOUS- the City Attorney reported on his findings regarding the building of culverts in the City of Oakland.  The Board authorized a 5% raise for the Code Enforcement Officer by a vote of 4-0.

Alderwoman Graves moved to adjourn and Alderman Stewart seconded the motion which carried 4-0.
