MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  

APPROVAL OF THE JUNE 13 AND JULY 6, 2011 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Steuby.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE AUGUST VOUCHER The August voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  The Board heard and addressed citizen comments regarding the new median at Holmes and Fortune Lane.  The City Administrator and Attorney offered explanations of Quiet Zone requirements.  The Board asked that the City Administrator work with the FRRA and City of Kirkwood to see if the median might be shortened.  Residents opposing the current median length signed a petition to have the length changed.  

ORDINANCE NUMBER 808: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE  BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF OAKLAND FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2011-12 the ordinance was tabled by a vote of 4-0 until final numbers are available for cost overruns on Holmes Avenue.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. POSSIBLE FUTURE IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK: $75,000 in CDBG funds should be available for the project, the City will pay any remaining costs and the design fees charged by SWT.  SWT will work on design issues and provide design options to the Mayor and Board to review.

2. HOLMES AVENUE UPDATE: The Board agreed to look into options for an agreement with Kirkwood regarding lighting on Holmes Avenue and the purchase of replacement lights.  

3. GRAVES MEMORIAL: this discussion was tabled until the next meeting of the           Board. 

4. STREET REPAIR UPDATE; the street repair schedule was reviewed.

5. CITY PICNIC DATE OF 10/22: The Board reviewed bids from three catering companies and found the bid from Orlando to be lowest and in the best interests of the City.  The Board voted 4-0 to use Orlando, but with music chosen independently by the City.  

6. APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS: the list of appointments needed was reviewed by the Board and Mayor
7.  TRASH CONTRACT RENEWAL DECISION: the trash contract will renew if not terminated by October 1.  The Board voted 4-0 to allow the contract to renew for another year.
8. HISTORY BOOK UPDATE AND CHANGE ORDER APPROVAL: due to additional pages being added to the book the cost has increased.  The Board authorized a new price of $14,020 by a vote of 4-0.

9.  TAX RATE HEARING IN SEPTEMBER: the Board expressed their desire to maintain generally flat revenue from taxes and that the rate be calculated based on this desire.
10. POTENTIAL SEWER LATER CHANGES: The Board asked the Code Enforcement Officer to review neighboring city policies on sewer later repair reimbursement.

11. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was reviewed. The Board agreed to purchase salt from Kirkwood as proposed by Kirkwood again this year.  The Board proclaimed an Eagle Scout Recognition Day for a new Eagle Scout in Oakland.  The Board agreed to allow a liquor license for Ursaline’s fall festival.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN
Alderman Stewart asked the City Administrator to check on the chicane and median issues at Holmes and Fortune Lane.

Alderman Hensley asked that Marschuetz be requested to clean the lay down areas on Holmes.

Alderman Steuby asked Mr. Hanser to check on the pile of dirt at the Villas.

Alderman Graville thanked the Board for their continued support and announced his intention to resign his position later in the fall due to an anticipated move from Oakland.

Mayor Marti updated the Board on potential changes to the sales tax pool.
