MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  

APPROVAL OF THE AUGUST 8 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Hensley so moved, seconded by Alderman Steuby.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE SEPTEMBER VOUCHER The September voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month.  Treasurer Funk reviewed expenditures related to Holmes Avenue.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  The Board heard and addressed citizen comments regarding the new median at Holmes and Fortune Lane.  The Board voted 4-0 to spend up to $1,000 for Kirkwood’s Railroad consultant to prepare a request for a modification to make the median as short, narrow and close to the tracks as possible.

PUBLIC HEARING FIXING THE TAX RATE IN THE CITY OF OAKLAND, COUNTY OF ST LOUIS, STATE OF MISSOURI FOR THE YEAR 2011 ON ALL PROPERTY SUBJECT TO TAXATION IN SAID CITY FOR GENERAL MUNICIPAL PURPOSES PER ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($100.00) VALUATION AT A RATE OF $0.1920 ON ALL RESIDENTIAL REAL ESTATE, $0.2460 ON ALL COMMERCIAL REAL ESTATE AND $0.2370 ON ALL PERSONAL PROPERTY The hearing was opened by the Mayor. There were no citizens present for the hearing.  The appraised values and maximum tax rates allowed were read and reviewed and discussed along with projected revenues for the year.  The Mayor closed the public hearing.  
ORDINANCE NUMBER 810: AN ORDINANCE LEVYING AND FIXING THE TAX RATE IN THE CITY OF OAKLAND, COUNTY OF ST LOUIS, STATE OF MISSOURI FOR THE YEAR 2011 ON ALL PROPERTY SUBJECT TO TAXATION IN SAID CITY FOR GENERAL MUNICIPAL PURPOSES PER ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($100.00) VALUATION AT A RATE OF $0.1920 ON ALL RESIDENTIAL REAL ESTATE, $0.2460 ON ALL COMMERCIAL REAL ESTATE AND $0.2370 ON ALL PERSONAL PROPERTY  Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Hensley seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance. A quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read again by Attorney Starr. The ordinance passed by a vote of 4-0.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 811: AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND, MISSOURI, REAFFIRMING THE GROSS RECEIPTS TAX TO BE IMPOSED UPON ELECTRIC CORPORATIONS CONDUCTING BUSINESS WITHIN THE CITY

AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Graville seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance then explained the statutory requirements that necessitated the ordinance. A quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read again by Attorney Starr. The ordinance passed by a vote of 4-0.

RESOLUTION NUMBER 2011-3 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING APPLICATION TO THE MUNICIPAL PARKS GRANT PROGRAM FOR A GRANT IN AID FOR SOME OR ALL OF THE COSTS OF A PARK IMPROVEMENT PROJECT IN MINTURN PARK  Alderman Stewart moved and Alderman Hensley seconded the resolution which passed by a vote of 4-0.

APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS were tabled until the next meeting.
SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. CDBG ACCESSIBILITY IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK:  SWT continues to work on design issues and will provide design options to the Mayor and Board to review.

2. HOLMES AVENUE UPDATE: A change order largely for changes in asphalt prices was reviewed and approved by a vote of 4-0.  Paul Spotanski will attend the October meeting to discuss details of the project as the anticipated November completion date approaches.

3. GRAVES MEMORIAL: this discussion was tabled until the next meeting of the           Board. 

4. FORTUNE LANE MEDIAN ISSUES AND FINANCIAL SUPPORT FOR NEW QUIET ZONE APPLICATION were addressed during citizen comments.

5. CITY PICNIC DATE OF 10/22: The Board voted 4-0 to approve the contract with Orlando, but with music chosen independently by the City.  

6. APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS: the list of appointments needed was reviewed by the Board and Mayor
7.  WALK AND ROLL EVENT plans were reviewed by the Board, no direct action from City is involved.
8. HISTORY BOOK UPDATE  was reviewed by the Board along with anticipate delivery dates.

9. AUDIT UPDATE was given by the Administrator, the process is nearly complete.
10. POTENTIAL SEWER LATER CHANGES: the Code Enforcement Officer reviewed neighboring city policies on sewer later repair reimbursement which utilized the same criteria as Oakland.

11. OUTDOOR SOLUTIONS PROPOSAL REVIEWED and approved by a vote of 4-0 including the more extensive clean up options.
12. POTENTIAL WARD REDISTRICTING was reviewed by the City Attorney.  The Board determined that the exact population of each ward should be calculated so that potential redistricting action could be taken next April.

13. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was reviewed. 

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN
Alderman Stewart thanked Sally MaGwire for her input and activity on behalf of Fortune Lane.  He also discussed the need for island maintenance and the Mayor’s write up in the Webster Kirkwood Times as well as his Letter to the Editor regarding sales tax issues in the County.

Alderman Steuby asked questions regarding the change to the curb near the library.

Alderman Graville announced his intention to resign his position in October due to an anticipated move from Oakland.

Alderman Hensley noted and commended Alderman Graville’s many years of service.

Mayor Marti also commended Alderman Graville’s many years of service.
