MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  
APPROVAL OF THE DECEMBER 14, 2009 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES- Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the December 14, 2009 Board of Aldermen minutes as submitted. There being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Bach.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE JANUARY 2010 VOUCHER Treasurer Funk reported on the current expenses including winter clearance. The January voucher was reviewed.  Alderman Stewart moved to approve the voucher and Alderman Bach seconded the motion.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher.  

CITIZEN COMMENTS: none
APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS- Mayor Marti noted that there were no appointments at this time.  Appointments were discussed an then tabled until the February meeting by a vote of 4-0.

ORDINANCE 781: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE VI “BUSINESS AND OCCUPATION” OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND, MISSOURI BY ADDING THERETO A NEW CHAPTER 606 “COMMERCIAL COMMUNICATIONS ANTENNA LICENSE,” TO PROVIDE FOR AN ANNUAL BUSINESS LICENSE TAX ON COMMERCIAL COMMUNICATIONS ANTENNAS; CALLING FOR A GENERAL ELECTION TO SUBMIT THE QUESTION OF THE TAX PROVIDED FOR HEREIN TO THE VOTERS OF THE CITY. The City Attorney and Administrator recused themselves from discussion, which was led by Alderman Graville. Alderman Graville moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 781, Alderman Bach seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Mayor Marti.  There was discussion regarding the appropriate maximum license tax amount and Alderman Stewart moved to amend the ordinance to read “up to” $7,500 and Alderman Bach seconded the motion to amend which carried 4-0. A quorum was confirmed and Alderman Graville read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0.
ORDINANCE 782: AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A LICENSE AND SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH UNIFIED DEVELOPEMNT FOR MAINTENANCE OF THE CITY WEBSITE Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 782, Alderwoman Graves seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Mayor Marti. Following a general discussion, a quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0
SPECIAL DISCUSSION 

1. Holmes Avenue Update:  An update was given regarding the status of tree preservation and right of way acquisition.

2.  Review Status of Park Grant Application, CDBG Funds for Park Improvements and Potential Acorn Sculpture for Backstoppers Park: It was noted that the park grant for Minturn Park had not been awarded this year but that the City was encouraged to reapply next year.  The board would like to move forward with utilizing CDBG funds for accessible sidewalks in Loewnau Park but would like to have the potential sidewalk mapped out on the ground in the park when weather allows before moving forward.  Any action on the acorn sculpture will wait until the next budget planning is done.

3. Review Potential Regulation of Chickens in the City: the Board reviewed the ordinance of Webster Groves regarding chickens and determined that it would be in the City’s best interests to draft a similar ordinance but only allowing 4 chickens per parcel.  An ordinance will be drafted for February. 

4. Report from Alderman Graville regarding potential tax on cell towers was heard.

5. Potential Engineering Bid for Park Avenue Improvements has not yet been received and will be discussed at a future meeting.

6. Backstoppers Park Irrigation Update was heard and the City Administrator was asked to draft a letter to Missouri American Water expressing the City’s displeasure with the erroneous location of the water main on the project and costs related to that error.

7. City Administrator’s Report.  The City Administrator’s Report was reviewed and discussed. It was noted that Metro would be visiting at the February meeting for a brief report.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Stewart had nothing further.

Alderwoman Graves noted procedures for reporting ice problems during winter storms and discussed the maintenance obligations for the light fixtures in Backstoppers Park.  

Alderman Bach had nothing further.  

Alderman Graville had nothing further.

Mayor Marti invited the Board to attend the Kirkwood Chamber annual dinner with him. 

MISCELLANEOUS- none

Alderman Stewart moved to adjourn and Alderwoman Graves seconded the motion, which carried 4-0.
