MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present, Alderman Stewart arriving after the meeting began.

APPROVAL OF THE AUGUST BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES
Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Godsy so moved, seconded by Alderman Hensley, the minutes of the September 12 meeting.  The Board voted 3-0 in favor of the approval. Alderman Godsy then moved, seconded by Alderman Hensley, the minutes of the September 22 meeting.  The Board voted 3-0 in favor of the approval.

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE SEPTEMBER VOUCHER The financial reports and voucher were reviewed. The Board voted 3-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. The Board also voted to have the Landscaping Contractor perform services for an additional month due to the extended growing season.

UPDATES FROM CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER AND LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR The Board heard updates from Code Enforcement Officer Hanser about compliance issues in the city. The Board also asked that he obtain bids and cost estimates for mulch or other surfacing in Backstoppers Park. The Board also heard an update on the Park Avenue bidding process and likely construction timeline from Grant Stecher of Dan Wind’s office who also took questions from residents of Park Avenue.

CITIZEN COMMENTS: There were no additional comments at this time.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 853 AN ORDINANCE ENTERING INTO A COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT WITH THE ST. LOUIS COUNTY BOARD OF ELECTIONS TO TRANSFER CERTAIN RESPONSIBILITIES RELATING TO CANDIDATE FILINGS IN ELECTIONS Alderman Godsy moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 853, Alderman Hensley seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Mayor Marti. There was no further discussion other than an explanation from the City Attorney and a quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 3-0.  

SPECIAL DISCUSSION:
Kirkwood Fire Code Update: the City of Oakland desires to enforce the same fire code and permit fee structure as the City of Kirkwood and an updated ordinance will be drafted to enact as these changes are made.
Street repairs are underway and should be completed soon.
Park Planning Grants are due in February but the Board agreed to wait until results of this year’s Park Grant applications are available.
The City Picnic was favorably reviewed and similar plans will be made for next year.
The Mayor appointed, and the Board approved by a vote of 3-0, the appointment to the Board of Adjustment of Mark Chase as a regular member and Ryan Reynolds as an alternate.
The City audit is underway with no problems presented thus far.
The Board agreed to have Officer Hanser place appropriate signage on all MSD storm sewer inlets and to support increased publicity for creek clean-ups in the area.
