BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING

MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present except Alderwoman Graves who was ill.  
APPROVAL OF THE SEPTEMBER 13, 2010 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted. There being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Hensley.  The Board voted 3-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE SEPTEMBER VOUCHERSTreasurer Funk reported on the current income and expenses for the City, and reviewed bids received for the the City’s banking services, recommending a change to Boulevard Bank based on his review of the bids.   The October voucher was reviewed. The Board voted 3-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  Enforcement issues and racoon problems in city were discussed.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 800: AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT FOR BANKING SERVICES Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 800.  Alderman Graville seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Attorney Starr.  A quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 3-0.

RESOLUTION 2010-3: A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING APPLICATION TO THE MUNICIPAL PARKS GRANT PROGRAM FOR A GRANT IN AID FOR SOME OR ALL OF THE COSTS OF A PARK IMPROVEMENT PROJECT IN LOWENAU PARK Alderman Stewart moved for the passage of Resolution 2010-3.  Alderman Hensley seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed,  the merits of the grant were discussed, and resolution passed 3-0.  The Board also authorized SWT to prepare the grant at a cost not to exceed $1500.  The Board also authorized the allocation of $25,000 to apply toward completion of the work in Loewnau Park, so that if a maximum grant of $115,000 is received the project would have a budget of $140,000.  The Board authorized the Mayor and Alderman Stewart to make any final decisions necessary with regard to the details of the application.

APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS- none

SPECIAL DISCUSSION 

1. Holmes Avenue Update:  project going out for bids.

2.  Park Avenue Work Session: to be scheduled later. 

3. Winter Road Clearance: the Board authorized the renewal of the Earthworks contract and the purchase of salt from Kirkwood.

4. Potential Sidewalk in Loewnau Park: see above.  

5. Photo Contest report given by the Mayor.

6.  Review of City Insurance:  current policy limits reviewed and approved by City Attorney’s office.  Acorns added to policy.

7.  Board and Commission Appreciation Event: will be booked for December 9 at Mike Duffy’s with similar menu and expenses as last year.

8.  Street Repair Options: a survey was taken of city streets and work outlined for a spring repair project to be bid out with Weis doing the review and preparing the bid after winter damage has been assessed as well.

9.  Potential Tennis Courts at Kirkwood Park: initial thoughts from Murray Pounds at Kirkwood were reviewed and the City Administrator authorized to continue discussions.

10. Tax Rate Review: the tax rate was filed with a voluntary reduction to .188 on residential.

10. Acorn Sculpture Update and Landscape Options:  Landscape options were reviewed and SWT was authorized to draw plans (not to exeed $1200) to have Outdoor Solutions landscape these areas of the park (not to exceed $3,000).  The scuptures (including small surface crack and reassurance provided by artist) were discussed.

12. City Administrator’s Report:  The City Administrator’s Report was reviewed and discussed. All members of the Board were pleased with the City picnic and it was decided that next year the picnic could be scheduled from noon to three.

Alderman Stewart had nothing further.

Alderman Graville made suggestions for next year’s picnic.

Alderman Hensley had nothing further.

Mayor Marti updated the Board about the City photo contest.
