MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Board President Stewart at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present except Alderman Steuby and that Mayor Marti was in the audience.

APPROVAL OF THE SEPTEMBER 2012 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES Alderman Hensley moved and Alderman Godsy seconded the approval of the minutes as submitted.  They were approved by a vote of 3-0.

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE APRIL VOUCHER The October voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month. The Board voted 3-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses.  

REPORT ON AQUATIC CENTER ISSUES FROM CITY OF KIRKWOOD  Murray Pounds and Jason Valvero reported on operating expenses, reserves and anticipated maintenance expenses for the pool.  There is the possibility of an operating deficit in future years.  The provisions for managing any operating deficits were reviewed. Oakland’s share of the population per the agreement is 4.44%. Both Oakland and Kirkwood officials stressed the value of the partnership and their openness for discussion of further recreation partnerships in the future.
CITIZEN COMMENTS:  There were no citizen comments.
SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. CITY PICNIC REVIEW: Possibilities were discussed for the future use of Minturn Park, the use of a local band, the addition of outdoor games and the possible expansion of adult beverage choices.
2. SAPPINGTON ROAD CLOSURES: UP will not close Sappington until Holmes is open.  Mr. Hanser’s efforts in securing this commitment were commended as were the efforts of Kirkwood’s Police and Fire Departments. 
3. UPDATE ON MINTURN PARK ACCESSIBILITY IMPROVEMENTS: Engineering drawings are being reviewed prior to the fabrication of the bridge.
4. ASSESS NEEDS FOR STREET TREES AND LANDSCAPE RELATED TO HOLMES IMPROVEMENTS: The Board decided to look into a landscape guarantee for trees that had died and to plant street trees in the spring.
5. REVIEW CONTRACT BIDDING SCHEDULE: the schedule for bidding contracts was reviewed.  It was decided to continue utilizing Earthworks for winter clearance this year.
6. MSD PHASE II COMPLIANCE:The Board authorized the Mayor to sign the current MSD application by a vote of 3-0.
7. POTENTIAL UPDATES TO BUILDING CODES: The City Administrator and Code Enforcement Officer will work with Mike Harney in Webster to update the codes.
8. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was heard and       reviewed.  

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Mayor Marti thanked the Board for the flowers and other condolences following Audi’s memorial.  He commended Mr. Hanser on his rapid service for a citizen with a sewer lateral break over the weekend.

Alderman Hensley congratulated Mr. Hanser as well and also complemented the picnic. Aldermen Godsy and Stewart echoed those compliments. 

MISCELLANEOUS- None
A move to enter into closed session pursuant to RSMO 610.021(1) to discuss potential litigation was made by Alderman Stewart, seconded by Alderman Godsy and carried 3-0 by a roll call vote: Alderman Godsy-yes, Alderman Hensley-yes, Alderman Stewart-yes.

Following a return to open session a move to adjourn the meeting carried 3-0.
