MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church with a moment of silence for those impacted by the recent typhoon.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.

APPROVAL OF THE OCTOBER 2013 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, he requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Hensley so moved, seconded by Alderman Godsy.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE NOVEMBER VOUCHER The November voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month. The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher as amended to reflect a total paid to MEM of $2680. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS: none

ORDINANCE NUMBER 828: AND ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND REPEALING ORDINANCE NUMBER 784 AND ENACTING IN LIEU THEREOF A NEW CHAPTER 206 “DOMESTIC ANIMALS AND FOWL” TO ADOPT NEW REGULATIONS FOR THE KEEPING OF CHICKENS AND OTHER DOMESTIC ANIMALS IN THE CITY Alderman Godsy moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 828, Alderman Stewart seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Attorney Starr after which the Board discussed the advantages of an updated chicken code and its impact on current chicken owners.  A quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION:
1) Landscape Maintenance Contract Review: the Board determined that it is time to update the work covered by the landscape contract to reflect the current needs of the City.  The Board agreed to the list prepared by the Mayor and Code Enforcement Officer with the addition of leaf blowing in the parks.  The City Administrator was authorized, by a motion made by Alderman Hensley and seconded by Alderman Godsy which passed 4-0, to work with the City Attorney to cancel the existing contract and bid a new contract on terms most advantageous to the City to begin on 3/1.

2) The Boards and Commissions Dinner will be held on 12/16 this year at Duffy’s.

3) CDBG funds are expected to be paid for the final portion of the accessibility improvements at Minturn Park.

4) The Board determined that there are no Trova pieces available of a size appropriate for Minturn Park, but expressed their gratitude to the County Parks staff for their efforts on the City’s behalf.

5) The Board reviewed Kirkwood’s traffic code as adopted by reference in Oakland and determined that the current provisions regarding commercial vehicles were sufficient to meet the City’s needs and asked the Code Compliance Officer to work with Kirkwood Police on enforcement of those provisions.

6) Pending Board of Adjustment applications were discussed.

7) Election filing begins on December 17.
8) The audit has been completed and a clean audit letter is expected.  
9) The City Administrator noted that a newsletter would be sent out soon and agreed to include a Ward Map for citizen reference.  The need for a new winter clearance provider was discussed in light of the unexpected fire at Earthworks which destroyed equipment.  Bids would be sought for temporary providers but in the event of winter weather before the next meeting the City Administrator and Code Compliance Officer were authorized to pay up to $90 an hour plus the cost of salt for clearance as needed.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Steuby reviewed the status of issues on Holmes Avenue with Mr. Hanser.

Alderman Hensley had nothing further. 

Alderman Stewart had nothing further.

Alderman Godsy asked for an update on the status of the Argonne Reclassification.

Mayor Marti asked for clarification regarding the work being done at the KECC and plans were reviewed.

MISCELLANEOUS- None

A move to enter into closed session pursuant to RSMO 610.010(1) to discuss attorney client privileged information was made by Alderman Godsy, seconded by Alderman Stewart and carried 4-0 by a roll call vote Alderman Godsy-yes, Alderman Steuby-yes, Alderman Hensley-yes, Alderman Stewart-yes.
