MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  

APPROVAL OF THE OCTOBER 10 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Godsy.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE NOVEMBER VOUCHER The November voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month.   The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. Keith Slusser from Fick Eggemeyer & Williamson, CPA’s reviewed the City’s final audit report with the Board.

APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS   The Mayor announced his appointment of Mike Ryan to the Board of Adjustment.  Alderman Steuby moved and Alderman Stewart seconded a motion to approve the nomination and appoint Mr. Ryan to the Board of Adjustment.  The motion passed 4-0.  

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  The Board received compliments on the quality of the History of Oakland book and also received comments from residents of Fortune Lane regarding the median at Holmes and Fortune and the need for entry sign tuck pointing.  The Board agreed to look into potential cost and determine if there is City responsibility for tuck pointing and to have a fire truck visit the Fortune Lane entrance to verify if the median hinders fire equipment access to the street.
SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. CDBG ACCESSIBILITY IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK:  SWT continues to work on design issues with the Mayor and potential designs will be brought to the Board next month.

2. HOLMES AVENUE UPDATE:  There will be a “final” walk through on 11/22 and issues related to lighting agreements with Kirkwood and potential project cost overruns will be brought to the Board in December as the project nears completion.

3. ACORN ISSUES AND GRAVES MEMORIAL: Artist Carol Marks Fleming reviewed potential replacement of the broken acorn sculptures and possible improvements to prevent future breakage.  It was determined that the Board would further review these options after a response to the insurance claim has been received.

4. FORTUNE LANE MEDIAN ISSUES were addressed including the need to confirm that any application for a change must not threaten the overall quiet zone status as the appication itself must be made by Kirkwood.  It was agreed that the consultant should be contacted about these issues after review of the turns by the fire department this month.

5. CITY PICNIC REVIEW: Details from the City Picnic were reviewed and considered a success.

6. APRIL 2012 ELECTION: Election filing will begin on 12/13 and packets will be available at the next meeting.  

7. REVIEW OF LANDSCAPE CONTRACT: Notice to end the existing contract must be given by 2/1 in order to re-bid the contract with a new list of work.  Board members and Mr. Hanser are reviewing potential changes to the scope of work to be bid.

8. HISTORY BOOK UPDATE  Sales of the book to residents for $5.00 at the picnic were popular and the book has been reviewed with great success.  It will be available at local stores for $20.00 but residents may continue to obtain books at Board meetings for the resident price of $5.00.

9. BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS APPRECIATION EVENT: the dinner will be held from 6-8:30 p.m. at Mike Duffy’s on December 5.

10. REVIEW “FAMILY” DEFINITION IN CODE: the City Attorney reviewed the definition of “family” and the lack of occupancy permit requirements in the City with the Board.  The Board did not wish to make any changes at this time.

11. POTENTIAL WARD REDISTRICTING was reviewed by the City Administrator and Attorney.  The Board asked the City Attorney to begin looking into an ordinance to change the ward boundary to Sappington Road to make ward populations more even. 

12. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was reviewed. The Mayor was authorized to sign proposals from SWT to draft the 2011 Muncipal Parks Grant Application not to exceed $1500 and for the design of phase one (bridge) Minturn Park Accessibility Improvements for $12,000 plus expenses.  Alderman Hensley moved and Alderman Godsy seconded the proposals which passed 4-0.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Stewart had nothing further.

Alderman Steuby had nothing further.

Alderman Godsey had nothing further.

Alderman Hensley asked Mr. Hanser to look into the need for fill at the end of Minturn where curb work has been done and also inquired into the legality of certain Puzzle Warehouse signs in the City.

Alderman Hensley noted the need for fill at the new curb on Minturn which Code Enforcement Officer Hanser agreed to review.

Mayor Marti asked that the City look into acquiring city lapel pins, and also asked Mr. Hanser to look into the need to remove a tree in Minturn Park and noted his recent article about MSD upon which which the Board congratulated him.

MISCELLANEOUS- None

A move to adjourn the open meeting and move into closed session pursuant to RSMO 610.010(2) to discuss potential litigation was made by Alderman Stewart, seconded by Alderman Hensley and carried 4-0 by a roll call vote Alderman Stewart-yes, Alderman Godsy-yes, Alderman Hensley-yes, Alderman Steuby-yes..
