MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.

APPROVAL OF THE NOVEMBER BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES
Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Godsy so moved, seconded by Alderman Hensley and the Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE NOVEMBER VOUCHER The financial reports and voucher were reviewed noting particularly the balances for Park Avenue work and potential park improvements and the reserve balances currently available. The voucher was approved by a vote of 4-0.

UPDATES FROM CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER, LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR and CITY ENGINEER The Board heard updates from Code Enforcement Officer Hanser about compliance issues in the city. Playground issues at Backslappers Park were reviewed, including the estimated costs of various play surfaces. The Board authorized Mr. Hanser to have playground mulch spread at the playground at a cost of up to $1506 by a vote of 4-0. The Board also authorized repair of a light in the park at a cost of $200 by a vote of 4-0. 

Grant Stecher from Wind Engineering reviewed the bids for the Park Avenue project. KJ Unnerstall Construction was the low bidder at $336,000. References and details of all bids were reviewed by the Board, along with alternates and asphalt options for the project. Easement issues were also reviewed. The Board asked the the City Administrator explore the cost of ordering extra lights to replace lights as needed on Holmes and Park. 


ORDINANCE NUMBER 855 AN ORDINANCE ACCEPTING A BID AND ENTERING INTO A CONTRACT FOR STREET AND SEWER IMPROVEMENTS ON PARK AVENUE Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 855, Alderman Godsy seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Mayor Marti. Alderman Godsy moved to amend the Ordinance to add the two alternates to the project at a total estimated cost of $33,000. Alderman Hensley seconded that motion which was approved by a vote of 4-0. There was no further discussion and a quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance as amended a second time.  The amended ordinance passed 4-0. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS: The Board heard concerns from a resident about issues with a neighboring property owner who had installed cameras and signs on their property. The City Attorney will explore the possibility that there are code violations to be addressed.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 854 AN ORDINANCE UPDATING THE FIRE CODE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND This ordinance was tabled by a vote of 4-0.

A park planning grant has been awarded in the amount of $264,700 for Minturn Park. The City is awaiting the contract before planning begins.

The City audit has been completed and was reviewed by the Board and the Treasurer.
MSD compliance issues were reviewed.
Existing Historic Preservation Board members Mark and Suzanne Bolten, JeanAnn Funk and Tom Monsees were reappointed by the Mayor and approved by the Board by a vote of 4-0.
