MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present except Alderman Stewart who was ill. 

APPROVAL OF THE NOVEMBER 2012 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, he requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Godsy so moved, seconded by Alderman Steuby.  The Board voted 3-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE DECEMBER VOUCHER The December voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month. It was noted that a large portion of real estate and personal property taxes would arrive at the end of the calendar year.  Options for CDAR accounts were also discussed. The Board voted 3-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses.  

ORDINANCE 817: AN ORDINANCE UPDATING THE BUILDING CODES OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND was tabled to obtain input and a presentation from Mike Harney.

CITIZEN COMMENTS: Plans for the development of Minturn Park were discussed with a citizen.  Gateway Fireworks made a presentation seeking a fireworks permit for New Year’s Eve at Westborough.  The Board reviewed their site plan, map, insurance, references and fire department review and approved the permit 3-0 subject to the Fire Marshall’s final approval.  The City’s process for business permit renewals was discussed with a representative of Kirkwood Fence.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. ELECTION FILING OPENS DECEMBER 11 and notice has been published and posted.
2.  BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS PARTY will be held on December 11.
3. UPDATE ON MINTURN PARK ACCESSIBILITY IMPROVEMENTS was reviewed and the project is nearing the end of the fabrication stages. 
4. WEBSITE UPDATES were reviewed.  Substantive areas have been updated and the Board agreed to pay the hourly rate for Unidev to provide a rotating announcement banner, updated pictures of the city and a new color scheme.  
5. BUSINESS LICENSE UPDATE: renewal is at the end of the calendar year and letters will be sent out as reminders.
6. MSD REQUIREMENTS UPDATE: A recent MSD seminar attended by the City Administrator was reviewed.  The City is in compliance in all areas, and has outstanding pet waste stations in place.  The City’s winter clearance contractor will be asked to fill out required MSD forms for each winter storm event.
7. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was heard and           reviewed.  The City Administrator and Court Clerk were authorized to turn in applications for city credit cards from Boulevard Bank by a vote of 3-0.

Alderman Godsy had nothing further.

Alderman Hensley had nothing further.

Alderman Steuby asked that the Board authorize the clean out of the grate previously discussed at a price of $1050 which was approved by a vote of 3-0.

Mayor Marti requested an update on damage done to the elevator at the Church where the Board meets. He also noted the need to begin looking into possible repairs of Argonne as a long term need of the City.

Officer Hanser noted that Black Creek is willing to allow the landscape contract to renew for next year.  The school speed zone near the KECC was also discussed.
