MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.

APPROVAL OF THE NOVEMBER BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES
Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the open and closed minutes as submitted. Alderman Godsy so moved, seconded by Alderman Hensley and the Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval of both minutes.

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE DECEMBER VOUCHER The financial reports and voucher were reviewed noting that payroll had been reviewed and approved by the treasurer, and that the Elan bill would be held to review the inclusion of the November balance on the current bill. The voucher as modified was approved by a vote of 4-0.

CITIZEN COMMENTS: The Board heard a request from Webster/Rock Hill Ministries to place a radio antenna in the church steeple. The City Attorney will review to determine if a hearing is needed on the request once details are available. A resident on Sappington Road asked the Board to look into ways to slow traffic on that road.

UPDATES FROM CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER, LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR and CITY ENGINEER The Board heard updates from Code Enforcement Officer Hanser about compliance issues in the city. The status of Park Avenue Improvements was reviewed. An update regarding fire code inspections at Bethesda was reviewed.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION:
Election filing will take place at the Board of Elections beginning December 13.
Park Avenue Update: Equipment arriving on site this week, price of lighting is being researched, the contract with KJ Unnersall was signed by the Mayor along with permit applications for St. Louis County.
A park planning grant has been awarded in the amount of $264,700 for Minturn Park. The Mayor signed the contract and SWT Design will be invited to the January meeting to begin planning. Work must be completed by 12/31/17.
The date for the Boards and Commissions dinner is December 15.
There were no new applications to the Board of Adjustment.
City Administrator’s Report: The CDBG reallocation of funds is complete and Alderman Stewart signed the new agreement. A newsletter will be sent out in December and items were discussed. Street Sweeping by Scrubby Dutchmen was discussed and authorized not to exceed the Mayor’s spending authority. Park and related real estate issues were reviewed.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Steuby inquired about removing a tree on Schultz that Ameren is refusing to cut. The Board authorized removal at a cost of $800.

Alderman Stewart asked for an update on a neighbor dispute and potential housing code violations on E. Madison and was updated by Mr. Hanser.

Alderman Hensley had nothing further.

Alderman Godsy had nothing further.

Mayor Marti had nothing further.

A move to enter into closed session pursuant to RSMO 610.021(1)(2) and (3) to discuss attorney client privileged information, real estate, and personnel matters was made by Alderman Stewart, seconded by Alderman Godsy and carried 4-0 by a roll call vote of: Alderman Godsy-yes, Alderman Steuby-yes, Alderman Hensley-yes, Alderman Stewart-yes.
