MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  

APPROVAL OF THE NOVEMBER 8, 2010 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart corrected the minutes regarding Gravois Creek to reflect the clean up is needed near Singlepath, not Sapppington Spur, and Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as corrected. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Hensley.  The Board voted 3-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE DECEMBER VOUCHER Treasurer Funk reported on the current income and expenses for the City.   The December voucher was reviewed. The Board voted 3-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. 

APPOINTMENT OF ALDERMAN  Mayor Marti announced his appointment of Tom Steuby to fill the unexpired term of Ward I Alderwoman Maureen Graves.  Alderman Stewart moved to approve the appointment and Alderman Hensley seconded the motion which was approved by a vote of 3-0.

SWEARING IN OF ALDERMAN  Tom Steuby was sworn in as Alderman and congratulated by the Mayor and Board.

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  Citizen Rick Harmon addressed issues regarding a potential clean-up of detritus in Gravois Creek at the end of Singlepath Lane.  The Board noted that the City has never paid for the clean-up of the creek, but asked that City Attorney Starr look into the role the City should play in obtaining any permits necessary for a potential clean-up by residents or the golf course.  The potential role of MSD and DNR was discussed and Mr. Harmon was encouraged by the Board to contact those agencies as well.

PUBLIC HEARING TO CONSIDER THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE HPC TO DESIGNATE THE HOMES AT 836 AND 844 WESTWOOD PLACE AS HISTORIC LANDMARKS  The Mayor opened the public hearing and exhibits and testimony were received from Mark and Suzanne Bolten as representatives of the HPC and from the owners of both properties supporting the nominations.  There were no further public comments and the hearings were closed.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 801: AN ORDINANCE DESIGNATING THE HOUSE AT 836 WESTWOOD PLACE AS A HISTORIC LANDMARK Alderman Hensley moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Stewart seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance. A quorum was confirmed, the ordinance read again by Attorney Starr, and the ordinance passed 4-0.
ORDINANCE NUMBER 802: AN ORDINANCE DESIGNATING THE HOUSE AT 844 WESTWOOD PLACE AS A HISTORIC LANDMARK Alderman Graville moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Hensley seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance. A quorum was confirmed, the ordinance read again by Attorney Starr, and the ordinance passed 4-0.
APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS The Mayor reappointed Sharon Schertel to the HPC, and the appointment was approved by a vote of 4-0.
SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. Mayor Marti reported on his meeting with Andrew Stewart and SWT regarding the potential sidewalk in Loewnau Park and the Board agreed to wait for the results of the City’s park grant application for Loewnau before taking further action.

2.  It was reported that bids had been opened for the Holmes Project and Mayor Marti was authorized to sign a letter recommending the low bidder to MoDOT. 

3.  A possible memorial to Alderwoman Maureen Graves was discussed and tabled for further discussions in January.

4. City Administrator’s Report:  The City Administrator’s Report was reviewed and discussed. The City Administrator was authorized to purchase a new printer/fax machine for the City.

Alderman Stewart welcomed Alderman Steuby to the Board.

Alderman Graville welcomed Alderman Steuby to the Board.

Alderman Hensley obtained an update on the Woodleigh Cove light repairs and welcomed Alderman Steuby to the Board.

Alderman Steuby expressed his pleasure at being appointed and stated that he looked forward to working with the Board.

Alderman Graville moved to adjourn and Alderman Stewart seconded the motion which carried 4-0.
