MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  

APPROVAL OF THE NOVEMBER BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Godsy.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE NOVEMBER VOUCHER The December voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month.   The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. The Treasurer also informed the Board that in accordance with the recommendation of the Auditor he would no longer be signing the checks, and these duties would be performed by a Board member.  Paul Spotanski from Weis Engineering was present to walk the Board through expected overages on the Holmes Avenue project.  The Board determined that in light of these overages and the scope of the work requested, city funds would not be available to use for work on the driveway at the Gunn property.  The Board was informed that all work other than landscape would be completed by January and that a final change order could be expected then. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  The resident at 1023 W. Frisco along with a neighbor expressed frustration with an order to remove dead trees at the property.  The Board and City Attorney explained the City’s policy that required the owner to remove the dead trees.
SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. CDBG ACCESSIBILITY IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK:  Mayor Marti reviewed a drawing for a potential bridge design.  SWT is working on pricing for the potential bridge.  The City may later need to engage an engineer and/or fabricator for the bridge.

2. ACORN ISSUES AND GRAVES MEMORIAL: The insurance claim for the acorns is in process.  Alderman Stewart discussed the Graves Memorial and the family preference for a plaque at the pavilion.  Mayor Marti agreed to work on the design of the plaque in hopes of a ceremony near Easter.

3. FORTUNE LANE MEDIAN ISSUES: The fire department visit was discussed along with the possibility that reduced parking on Holmes near the median might be helpful. The City Administrator agreed to look into this option with Kirkwood.  It was determined that while residents would prefer a shortening of at least 10 feet, even a shortening of 5 feet would be desirable.

4. APRIL 2012 ELECTION: Election filing will begin on 12/13 and end the Tuesday after the next Board meeting.  

5. REVIEW OF LANDSCAPE CONTRACT: The Board determined to give notice to end the existing contract by 2/1 in order to re-bid the contract with a new list of work.  Board members and Mr. Hanser are reviewing potential changes to the scope of work to be bid.

6. HISTORY BOOK UPDATE  Sales of the book continue and books will be available at Board meetings for purchase.

7. BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS APPRECIATION EVENT: attendance was strong and the venue worked well for the event.

8. POTENTIAL WARD REDISTRICTING was reviewed by the City Administrator and Attorney.  An ordinance will be drafted for the Board’s review.

9. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was reviewed.
