MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present. 

APPROVAL OF THE JANUARY 2013 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, he requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Hensley so moved, seconded by Alderman Stewart.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approvals.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE APRIL VOUCHER The February voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month. The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses.  The Treasurer also reported on the need to update financial software and the Board approved the change to quickbooks with transition costs not to exceed $2300 and annual fees of about $635.  The Board voted 4-0 to approve the expenditures.  The Board also determined to hold its annual budget meeting as a part of a regular meeting this spring and authorized the City Administrator to file with the County an estimated tax rate that held revenues for the City consistent with current revenues.  

ORDINANCE 817: AN ORDINANCE ENACTING TITLE V “BUILDING AND CONSTRUCTION” CHAPTER 505 “TECHNICAL CODE ADOPTIONS” ARTICLE X “THE RESIDENTIAL CODE” AND ADOPTING THE INTERNATIONAL RESIDENTIAL CODE 2009 EDITION AS AMENDED AS THE RESIDENTIAL CODE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Hensley seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance.  Mike Harney then made a presentation explaining the need to update the building and residential codes and answered questions from the Board. A quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read again by Attorney Starr. The ordinance passed by a vote of 4-0.

ORDINANCE 818: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE V “BUILDING AND CONSTRUCTION” CHAPTER 505 “TECHNICAL CODE ADOPTIONS” ARTICLE I “THE BUILDING CODE” AND ADOPTING THE INTERNATIONAL BUILDING CODE 2009 EDITION AS AMENDED AS THE BUILDING CODE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND  Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Hensley seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance. ORDINANCE 819: AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND, MISSOURI, REAFFIRMING THE 4% GROSS RECEIPTS TAX TO BE IMPOSED UPON ELECTRIC CORPORATIONS CONDUCTING BUSINESS WITHIN THE CITY

AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO  Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Godsy seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance and explained the need to enact it due to recent rate changes.  A quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read again by Attorney Starr. The ordinance passed by a vote of 4-0.
CITIZEN COMMENTS:  The Board addressed questions regarding the building and residential code changes.  The Board received compliments regarding recent winter clearance activity.  The City also agreed to have its landscaper look at the cost to plant small evergreen bushes at the new entrance to Fortune Lane.  

SPECIAL DISCUSSION:
1. City Attorney review of potential ordinances regarding fair housing and funeral protests: Attorney Starr reviewed ordinances recently passed by neighboring communities to expand the categories of citizens protected by fair housing ordinances to include gender identity and sexual orientation.  He also reviewed ordinances which prohibit protests at funerals in the City. The Board asked that versions of each ordinance be drafted for review by the Board.

2. Discuss Automatic Renewal of Landscape Contract: the Board agreed to allow the contract to automatically continue in effect.

3. Update on Minturn Park Accessibility Improvements: the Board authorized Mayor Marti to meet with the City Administrator and Landscape Architect to choose a final sidewalk design.

4. Set Date for Annual Budget Meeting: the Board agreed to hold the budget meeting as part of a regular meeting in spring.  

5. Set Garage Sale Date: the Garage Sale date was set for May 18.

6. Newsletter Articles for Spring including Fire Safety Education Efforts: the Board appreciated the fire education efforts being made.

7. Discuss Anticipated Refuse Contract Bidding for Fall: the need to acquire more recycling containers was discussed.

8. Discuss potential community garden and green space issues: the Board agreed to discuss the possibility of a community garden on Bethesda property with Bethesda officials.  The Board also authorized the Mayor to begin talking to nurseries about spring street tree planting.  

9. City Administrator's Report: the City Administrator and City Attorney discussed their potential conflict in the Kimble matter and the Board voted by 4-0 to have Dan Vogel continue to represent the City in that litigation and for Alderman Godsy to be the primary contact with his office.
