CITY OF OAKLAND-BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING
MINUTES



MEETING CALLED TO ORDER by Mayor Stewart at 7:00 PM.

ROLL CALL showed that all Board members were present except Alderman Steuby who had a conflict.

APPROVAL OF THE JANUARY, 2020 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING MINUTES as submitted. Alderwoman Lueker moved and Alderman Hensley seconded the approval of the January meeting minutes, and the minutes were approved by a vote of 3-0. 

REVIEW OF TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF FEBRUARY EXPENSES The 
financial statements for the month were reviewed, noting that the payroll had been reviewed and 
approved by the Treasurer. The Board voted 3-0 in favor of approving the voucher.

UPDATES FROM CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER, LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR AND CITY ENGINEER The Board heard updates from the Code Enforcement Officer regarding new rain garden ordinances in neighboring cities and agreed to review examples at a future meeting. He was also authorized to attend a Flood Plain training conference. Street light bulb replacement and tree trimming were discussed. The City Engineer gave updates on drainage issues in and around Minturn Park. He will work with the City Landscaper to get cost estimates for potential improvements. He reviewed bids for the asphalt portion of the Sappington Road project noting that the low bid was substantively incomplete at the time bids were submitted. The second lowest bidder, Spencer Contracting, was recommended. Alderman Hensley moved and Alderwoman Lueker seconded a motion to accept the Spencer bid as recommended by the City Engineer, and the motion passed 3-0. Timing and details of the bids were discussed. He informed the Board that plans and pricing were still being determined for a new guard rail along the open culvert on Argonne, where MSD currently has a barrier in place. He also noted that remediation work on the Lexington Pond continued and was being monitored. 

ORDINANCE 884 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT FOR STREET IMPROVEMENTS ON SAPPINGTON ROAD AND A BUDGET AMENDMENT RELATED THERETO
Alderman Godsy moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 884, Alderwoman Lueker seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by the City Administrator. The revisions to the budget to cover the cost of the project were discussed and the City Treasurer confirmed that necessary funds were available in the City’s reserves. A quorum was confirmed and the City Administrator read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 3-0.

ORDINANCE 885 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT FOR FLOWER BED MAINTENANCE IN THE CITY
Alderman Godsy moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 885, Alderman Hensley seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by the City Administrator. The details of the bid were reviewed and the bidder answered questions from the Board. A quorum was confirmed and the City Administrator read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 3-0.

ORDINANCE 886 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AN AMENDMENT TO THE COURT SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF GLENDALE
The ordinance was tabled to the March meeting by a vote of 3-0.

CITIZEN COMMENTS The Board heard comments from citizens about the above matters, and answered questions from those present.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION
1) The City Engineer reviewed Minturn Park issues above.
2) The City Engineer reviewed Sappington Road improvements above.
3) The City Engineer reviewed the remediation of the Lexington Pond above.
4) Discussion of trash collection at Oakland Villas was tabled.
5) The proposed recreation and aquatic agreement with Kirkwood was discussed and the Board again noted their interest in proceeding even if Glendale did not join the agreement at this time.
6) The Board noted that the Kirkwood Fire Chief will attend the March meeting to discuss potential uses of Prop P funds.
7) The Board noted that the Planning and Zoning Commission had begun meeting to review potential changes to infill housing ordinances.
8) The Board discussed potential changes to the Tree Preservation Ordinance in the City and also noted with concern a blight impacting local White Oak trees.
9) The City Administrator updated the Board on Waste Management’s new policy on contaminated recyclables, the filing of the annual MSD report, the approval of the Census map for the 2020 census, and the availability of Home Improvement Program funds in the City.

Alderwoman Lueker had nothing further. 

Alderman Godsy had nothing further.

Alderman Hensley had nothing further.

Mayor Stewart noted the forthcoming 100th anniversary of the City and suggested a recognition at the City picnic later in 2020.

A move to enter into closed session pursuant to RSMO 610.021(1) to discuss legal matters and potential litigation was made by Alderman Godsy, seconded by Alderman Hensley and carried 3-0 by a roll call vote of: Alderman Godsy-yes, Alderman Hensley-yes, Alderwoman Lueker-yes.
The meeting was adjourned by a vote of 3-0.
