MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  

APPROVAL OF THE MARCH 2012 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Godsy so moved, seconded by Alderman Stewart.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  
TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE APRIL VOUCHER The April voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month.   The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  The Board received compliments regarding the memorial service for Alderwoman Graves and heard concerns about tree issues in the City.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 813 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT FOR LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE IN THE CITY BEGINNING MAY 1, 2012 The Board reviewed the bids for landscape work and determined that they would like to meet with the low bidder to evaluate their capacity to fulfill the specifications of the bid.  Alderman Stewart and Code Enforcement officer Hanser were asked to meet with the bidder along with the City Administrator and to report back to the Board.  The ordinance was tabled to a special meeting on April 18, 2012 at 6 p.m. by a vote of 4-0.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. CDBG ACCESSIBILITY IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK:   Mayor Marti continues to work with the engineer and landscape architect to prepare a bid package.  Alderman Stewart moved and Alderman Hensley seconded a motion to allow the Mayor to contract with Ted Proesse to do the engineering work on the bridge in an amount up to$5,000.  The motion carried 4-0.

2. ACORN ISSUES: The insurance claim for the broken acorn was received and work on the replacement has begun.  The acorn should be installed in the next month


3. GARAGE SALE PLANS: The sale will be on May 19 with addresses participating due May 9.  

4. FORTUNE LANE MEDIAN ISSUES: There are discussions underway to allow the median to be shortened as much as required to allow a snow plow to pass.  Earthworks has agreed to help in calculating this measurement.

5. HOLMES AVENUE UPDATE: Final landscaping work will be completed this month and that will be the last bill on the project.  

6. MUNICIPAL LEAGUE DINNER: The dinner will be held at Ursuline on April 26 and all members of the Board are invited.

7. WEBSITE UPDATES AND OPTIONS: Options for including board packets in a password protected area of the site and linking all building permit applications were discussed.

8. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was heard and the Mayor and City Administrator were authorized to apply for a city credit card through the City’s new bank, Boulevard, and also Alderman Hensley will review potential street repairs along with Tom Weis, Greg Hanser and the City Administrator.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Stewart noted the need to clear some tree debris on Trellis and it was noted that All Tree could do this work for $100 which was authorized.

Alderman Steuby asked that the City Treasurer review with the Board options for investing city funds.

Alderman Godsy thanked the citizens present for information on caucus meetings in the City. 

Alderman Hensley noted the need to make a curb cut on Minturn and Greg Hanser was authorized to spend up to $250 to have this work done.

Mayor Marti had nothing further.

MISCELLANEOUS- None

A move to adjourn the meeting carried 4-0.
