MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present except Alderman Godsy who had been called away on business.

APPROVAL OF THE MAY BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES
Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Hensley so moved, seconded by Alderman Steuby.  The Board voted 3-0 in favor of the approval. 

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE MAY VOUCHER The financial reports and voucher were reviewed. The Board voted 3-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses, and voted again 3-0 to allow the treasurer to approve routine expenses in the month of July. The Board also authorized the beginning of the annual fiscal year audit.

SWEARING IN OF RE-ELECTED OFFICIALS AND RE-APPOINTMENT OF APPOINTED OFFICIALS  Alderman Hensley was sworn into office.

PUBLIC HEARING TO APPROVE THE PROPOSED 2016-2017 BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 31 2016  Mayor Marti opened the public hearing and explained the City’s goals for the year.  Attorney Starr explained that while the budget projected a deficit, the amount of deficit was adequately covered by the current bank balance of the City.  The Aldermen noted that while the City occasionally adopted deficit budgets the City rarely actually operated at a deficit.  There were no public comments and the Mayor closed the public hearing.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 847 AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF OAKLAND FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017 Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 847, Alderman Steuby seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Attorney Starr.  There was no further discussion and a quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 3-0.  

PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING APPLICATION FOR AND USE OF COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDS FOR 2017: A public hearing to discuss the allocation of $20,000 in Community Development Block Grant Funds which will become available after January 1, 2017 was opened by Board President Andrew Stewart, Mayor Marti having recused himself. City Administrator LeMoine asked that all members of the public present sign the sign-in sheet and read the Public Hearing Handout which was also distributed to all members of the public present.  The City Administrator told the Board that the CDBG reports that increased publicity regarding Home Improvement Loans has led to increased applications for such loans. The Board expressed their desire that funds be available for all qualified citizens.  Questions regarding the HIP program were addressed and Alderman Stewart then closed the public hearing. The Board authorized the City Administrator to complete and the Mayor to sign the 2017 CDBG application seeking funds for the Home Improvement Program by a vote of 3-0.

CITIZEN COMMENTS: There were no comments at this time.

UPDATES FROM CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER AND LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR Potential improvements in Minturn Park were reviewed, along with trimming of overhanging vegetation on bike paths in the City. The Board authorized two emergency tree removals costing $900 and $1,000 each by a vote of 3-0. The Board asked Mr. Hanser to order new City stickers for signs as needed. The Board asked Cozy by Nature to look at playground needs including hand pulling of weeds and topping off with mulch.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 846 AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND, MISSOURI, PROVIDING FOR A TEXT AMENDMENT TO THE CODE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND TO REQUIRE AMEREN UE TO PROVIDE MONTHLY SUCCESSOR CONNECTION REPORTS TO THE CITY OF OAKLAND. This item was tabled by a vote of 3-0.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 848 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE, ON BEHALF OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND, A COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE METROPOLITAN SEWER DISTRICT AND THE CITY FOR IMPROVEMENTS ON PARK AVENUE AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 848, Alderman Steuby seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Attorney Starr.  Attorney Starr explained the terms of the agreement and the process by which it had been negotiated. There was no further discussion and a quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 3-0.  

SPECIAL DISCUSSION:
The Board heard the latest Park Avenue updates from Dan Wind.
The Board reviewed proposed street work in the City.
Review Proposal to Update Website to be Mobile Friendly: the Board determined that this update was not necessary at this time.
City Picnic Date: Mitzi suggested 10/8 as the better date for her band and the Board agreed to schedule 10/8 instead of 10/1 for the Picnic.
Summer Meeting Dates: The Board will skip the July meeting and meet in August as normally scheduled.
Sarah Schlichtholz and Justin Anderson were appointed by the Mayor and approved by the Board by a vote of 3-0 to serve on the HPC.
City Administrator's Report: An update was given on the annual audit and emergency tree removal was discussed and approved.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Steuby asked about street sweeping and the Mayor offered to reach out to neighboring cities about this work.

Alderman Stewart had nothing further.

Alderman Hensley noted that there had been citizen complaints about u-turns on the Kirkwood side of Holmes.

Mayor Marti had nothing further.

Attorney Starr reviewed the status of certain class action litigation potentially impacting municipalities.
