BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:10 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.

APPROVAL OF THE MAY 2015 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Steuby so moved seconded by Alderman Godsy with regard to the meeting minutes.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE JUNE VOUCHER The June voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month. The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher. The Board also authorized the payment of routine monthly expenses in July, as approved by the treasurer, since there will be no July meeting.

PUBLIC HEARING TO APPROVE THE PROPOSED 2015-2016 BUDGET WITH A FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2015 Mayor Marti opened the public hearing and the proposed budget was reviewed and discussed. The public hearing was then closed.

ORDINANCE 840 AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF OAKLAND FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016 Alderman Godsy moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 840, Alderman Stewart seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Attorney Starr. The City Administer walked the Board through the proposed budget along with input from the City Treasurer.  A quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0.

PRESENTATION BY BETHESDA HEALTH GROUP REGARDING POTENTIAL DEVELOPMENT Representatives from Bethesda Health Group and their architects and engineers were present to to explain the application the City has received for the rezoning of their property at Big Bend and Berry in order to build a new assisted living and memory care facility.  Preliminary drawings were presented and questions answered. The City’s desire for a sidewalk on Big Bend was discussed. Anticipated road improvements were discussed as was the need for a Tree Preservation Plan.  The application is anticipated to go to the Plan Commission this summer and be before the Board for Public Hearing in August.

PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING APPLICATION FOR AND USE OF COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDS FOR 2016  Mayor Marti recused himself from the discussion in anticipation of his application for Home Improvement Funds. Board President Stewart led the hearing. A public hearing to discuss the allocation of $20,000 in Community Development Block Grant Funds which will become available after January 1, 2016 was opened by Alderman Stewart.  City Administrator LeMoine asked that all members of the public present sign the sign-in sheet and read the Public Hearing Handout which was also distributed to all members of the public present.  The City Administrator reviewed previous meetings in which Jay Wohlschlaeger from SWT explained certain material and architectural barriers to access for the elderly and severely disabled that exist in City Parks.  The Board expressed their desire to utilize CDBG funds for the removal of these barriers, particularly in order to have access from parking areas to the park green spaces and throughout the new Minturn Park.  Citizen questions regarding the project were addressed and Alderman Stewart then closed the public hearing. The Board authorized the City Administrator to complete and the Mayor to sign the 2016 CDBG application seeking funds to remove the barriers discussed by a vote of 4-0.

CITIZEN COMMENTS: Since citizens present were interested in Park Avenue, their comments were held until that portion of the agenda. Code Enforcement Officer Hanser discussed clearance issues on sidewalks and also noted that the City of Grantwood Village asked him to do periodic sewer lateral inspections, and the Board noted that this created no conflict for Oakland.  The City’s landscape contractor reviewed landscape issues and discussed potential future honeysuckle clearance and street tree work. Ms. Baily will also work with Mayor on potential flower projects in the future.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION:
1) CITY PICNIC AND PLANNING:	 The Board authorized the City Administrator to move forward with the October 3 date so that local band Celtic Reign can be available.
2) SUMMER MEETING SCHEDULE:  There will be no July meeting. By a vote of 4-0 Alderman Stewart was given authority to address any needed change orders for the street repairs and Alderman Godsy was given authority to address any landscape change order requests.
3) PARK AVENUE UPDATE: Dan Wind was present to discuss the status of Park Avenue Plans.  Citizen questions and comments were addressed. It was agreed that Dan would prepare preliminary plans to present to MSD by June 26 and that a meeting with MSD would be scheduled before the Board’s next meeting in August.
4) CITY ADMINISTRATORS REPORT: The City Admin noted that a fabricator had been located to build the desired rail in Minturn Park.

Alderman Hensley had nothing further. 

Alderman Godsy discussed street issues at Oakland and Lennore with Mr. Hanser.
