MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present, except Alderman Godsy who was called away on business.

APPROVAL OF THE JUNE BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES
Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved, seconded by Alderman Hensley and the Board voted 3-0 in favor of the approval of the open minutes first, and then the closed minutes by the same vote.

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE JULY VOUCHER The financial reports and voucher were reviewed noting that payroll had been reviewed and approved by the treasurer. The voucher was approved by a vote of 3-0.

RECOGNITION OF OUTSTANDING PERFORMANCE OF DUTIES BY POLICE OFFICERS  was tabled to accommodate the schedules of Court officials.

CITIZEN COMMENTS: The Board discussed with citizens the possibility of selling beer and wine at the City Picnic as a fundraiser for Backstoppers, and the City Administrator was asked to look into the possible logistics of such a sale.

UPDATES FROM CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER AND LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR The Board heard from Cozy by Nature about landscape issues in the City and authorized the Code Enforcement Officer to have Ray’s Tree Service remove dead trees in the City’s parks for a price not to exceed $2360, and to look into ordering LED bulbs for the lights in the parks. 

SPECIAL DISCUSSION:
The public hearing to set the tax rate in the City will be held on September 11.
Park Avenue Update: Updates from Wind Engineering were reviewed, payment from MSD is expected to cover the majority of the final payment to KJU.
The Board heard an update on Board of Adjustment applications and meetings, the next of which is on August 22.
2017 Street Repair Update: Mr. Hanser reported on the status of street repairs.
City Picnic Planning was discussed and bids were reviewed. The Board found that Orlando provided the lowest and best bid for the picnic and set the date for October 7 so that Keltic Reign would be available to perform. 
The City Administrator’s Report was heard, and noting that that there would be no August meeting the Board authorized Aldermen Hensley and Stewart to sign checks for routine expenses in August by a vote of 3-0. The City Administrator and Board also noted with gratitude the hard work of the HPC to maintain certification with the State of Missouri.

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Stewart had nothing further.

Alderman Hensley had nothing further.

Alderman Godsy had asked by electronic message that the Code Enforcement Officer do everything possible to assist recent water main break victims, and Mr. Hanser noted that necessary permits were being issued as quickly as possible. He also agreed to check to make sure the area under the overpass was being properly maintained.

Alderman Steuby had nothing further.

Mayor Marti had nothing further.

A move to enter into closed session pursuant to RSMO 610.021(1) to discuss legal matters was made by Alderman Stewart, seconded by Alderman Hensley and carried 3-0 by a roll call vote  of: Alderman Steuby-yes, Alderman Hensley-yes, Alderman Stewart-yes.
