MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Board President Stewart at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present but that Mayor Marti was absent.

APPROVAL OF THE JUNE 2012 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES was tabled until the City’s next meeting

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE APRIL VOUCHER The August voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month. The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses.  

ORDINANCE NUMBER 815 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR BOARD PRESIDENT TO ENTER INTO AN ACTIVITY CONTRACT FOR ACCESSIBILITY IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK
Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 815, Alderman Godsy seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by the City Administrator.  There was no further discussion and  a quorum was confirmed and the City Administrator read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  There were no citizen comments
SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. CITY PICNIC DATE AND REVIEW OF BIDS: A first choice date of 9/29 and a backup date of 10/6 were approved by the Board.  The Board reviewed bids and determined that Orlando Catering provided the lowest and best bid and authorized the City Administrator to accept the bid.
2. FORTUNE LANE MEDIAN ISSUES: There are discussions underway to allow the median to be shortened as much as required to allow a snow plow to pass.  
3. REVIEW AND APPROVE BIDS FOR TREE WORK IN CITY: The City reviewed bids obtained for tree removal in the City.  The bid from Arbor Care was found to be the lowest and best bid. The City Administrator and Code Officer were authorized to move forward with the work as bid.  
4. UDATE ON CURRENT HPC PROJECTS: The HPC is moving forward with the potential creation of a Harris Armstrong Historic District.  There is no need for City funding of the application.
5. SET TAX RATE HEARING FOR SEPTEMBER 10: the hearing was set for the September meeting.
6. POTENTIAL UPDATES TO BUILDING CODES: The City Adminisrator and Code Enforcement Officer will work with Mike Harney in Webster to update the codes.
7. AUDIT UPDATE: The Audit will take place at the end of September including an audit of federal funds provided for Holmes improvements.
8. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was heard and       reviewed.
