MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.

APPROVAL OF THE JUNE BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES
Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Hensley so moved, seconded by Alderman Stewart, the minutes of the June 6 meeting.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval. Alderman Hensley then moved, seconded by Alderman Godsy, the minutes of the June 23 meeting.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval. 

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE AUGUST VOUCHER The financial reports and voucher were reviewed. The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses

CITIZEN COMMENTS: There were no comments at this time.

UPDATES FROM CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER AND LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR The Board determined not to plant additional tulips this year, but did authorize Cozy by Nature to maintain the playground at Backstoppers Park at a price of up to $500 per month.  Mr. Hanser was authorized to repair the concrete issues in Backstoppers Park. The Board was also informed that a new house will be built at 1017 Berry.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 846 AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND, MISSOURI, PROVIDING FOR A TEXT AMENDMENT TO THE CODE OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND TO REQUIRE AMEREN UE TO PROVIDE MONTHLY SUCCESSOR CONNECTION REPORTS TO THE CITY OF OAKLAND. Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 846, Alderman Godsy seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Mayor Marti.  City Attorney Starr explained what Ameren would provide should the ordinance be passed. There was no further discussion and a quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0.  

ORDINANCE NUMBER 849 AN ORDINANCE AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE RELOCATION OF A FIRE HYDRANT ON SOUTH BERRY ROAD Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 849, Alderman Godsy seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Attorney Starr.  Attorney Starr suggested that a map be attached as an exhibit to demonstrate the exact placement of the hydrant and this was done. There was no further discussion and a quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0.  

RESOLUTION 2016-2 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING APPLICATION TO THE MUNICIPAL PARKS GRANT PROGRAM FOR A GRANT IN AID FOR SOME OR ALL OF THE COSTS OF A PARK IMPROVEMENT PROJECT IN MINTURN PARK The Board determined to make an application for improvements in Minturn Park consistend with applications made in previous years if the grant application could be updated for $500 or less. The Board expressed a desire that if the grant was not awarded for Minturn again this year, that planning begin to apply for a grant to replace the playground in Backstoppers Park in a future year.  Quorum was confirmed. The resolution passed 4-0.  


SPECIAL DISCUSSION:
CDBG Updates: the County has asked that an additional public hearing be held in September to reallocate 2015 funds to the Home Improvement Program. Notice will be made for September 12.
The Board was awaiting pricing estimates for 2016 street repairs, which would be reviewed and authorized by Alderman Hensley.
The public hearing for setting municipal tax rates will be held on September 12.
The Board reviewed various bids for the October 8 City Picnic and determined that Orlando provided the best and lowest bid, the City Administrator was authorized to move forward in executing details of the agreement.
Potential new Board of Adjustment members were discussed and the Mayor will reach out to those suggested.
The Board reviewed an email update on Park Avenue progress from Wind Engineering.
City Administrator's Report: The Board was updated on the HPC nomination of 202 North Holmes which will be set for hearing on September 12. Storm clearance issues were discussed. There was a review of fire code issues at Ursuline Academy. The Court clerk was authorized to purchase a new court computer not to exceed $1250.  The 2015 MSD report was reviewed and it was noted that the winter clearance company had complied with MSD reporting requirements but that MSD would like Oakland to participate in a stream clearance event.
