MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Board President Stewart at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present (Aldermen Godsy and Steuby electronically) but that Mayor Marti was participating from the audience only. 

APPROVAL OF THE JULY AND AUGUST BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES Alderman Stewart asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, he requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Hensley so moved, seconded by Alderman Stewart.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approvals.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE APRIL VOUCHER The September voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month. The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses.  

PUBLIC HEARING FIXING THE TAX RATE IN THE CITY OF OAKLAND, COUNTY OF ST LOUIS, STATE OF MISSOURI FOR THE YEAR 2012 ON ALL PROPERTY SUBJECT TO TAXATION IN SAID CITY FOR GENERAL MUNICIPAL PURPOSES PER ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($100.00) VALUATION AT A RATE OF $0.1940 ON ALL RESIDENTIAL REAL ESTATE, $0.2500 ON ALL COMMERCIAL REAL ESTATE AND $0.2370 ON ALL PERSONAL PROPERTY The hearing was opened by Alderman Stewart. The appraised values and maximum tax rates allowed were read and reviewed and discussed along with projected revenues for the year.  The tax rate calculations and notice of the public hearing were entered into the record. Alderman Stewart closed the public hearing.  
ORDINANCE NUMBER 816: AN ORDINANCE LEVYING AND FIXING THE TAX RATE IN THE CITY OF OAKLAND, COUNTY OF ST LOUIS, STATE OF MISSOURI FOR THE YEAR 2012 ON ALL PROPERTY SUBJECT TO TAXATION IN SAID CITY FOR GENERAL MUNICIPAL PURPOSES PER ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($100.00) VALUATION AT A RATE OF $0.1940 ON ALL RESIDENTIAL REAL ESTATE, $0.2500 ON ALL COMMERCIAL REAL ESTATE AND $0.2370 ON ALL PERSONAL PROPERTY  Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of the ordinance. Alderman Hensley seconded the motion and Attorney Starr read the ordinance. A quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read again by Attorney Starr. The ordinance passed by a vote of 4-0.

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  The Board received comments and an update on the potential closure of Sappington Road while Holmes was also closed.  The potential disruption of emergency services was of primary concern.  Upon hearing the input of the Code Enforcement Officer, Kirkwood Police and Fire Officials and UP representative Rick Bass who were in attendance the Board unanimously voted to request that UP not close Sappington Rd until such time as Holmes could be reopened. The City Administrator was authorized to provide UP with a Letter of Explanation for the request to delay the closure should Holmes not be reopened by the 1st of October.  UP also agreed to notify Kirkwood schools of the closures.

RESOLUTION NUMBER 2012-2 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING APPLICATION TO THE MUNICIPAL PARKS GRANT PROGRAM FOR A GRANT IN AID FOR SOME OR ALL OF THE COSTS OF A PARK IMPROVEMENT PROJECT IN MINTURN PARK  After discussing the need for assistance to fund the improvements envisioned by the City’s Park Master Plan Alderman Stewart moved and Alderman Hensley seconded the resolution which passed by a vote of 4-0.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. CITY PICNIC DATE was reviewed and the Board determined to utilize the Band recommended by Orlando Catering.
2.  AUDIE MARTI MEMORIAL SERVICE details were reviewed by the Board.
3. UPDATE ON MINTURN PARK ACCESSIBILITY IMPROVEMENTS was reviewed and the Board authorized spending $2676.86 to have Ameren remove the utility pole as needed for the project. 
4. POTENTIAL REVISIONS TO 2013 CDBG APPLICATION were approved by the Board to authorize the City Administrator to work with CDBG and SWT to to recognize the pending completion of the bridge in Minturn Park and to focus on other accessibility projects in and around the parks.
5. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was heard and           reviewed.  

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

The Board discussed building compliance and landscape maintenance issues with Code Enforcement Officer Hanser.
