CITY OF OAKLAND-BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING
MINUTES

MEETING CALLED TO ORDER by Mayor Stewart at 7:00 PM with all Board members 
Present.

ROLL CALL showed that all Board members were present.

APPROVAL OF THE JUNE 2019 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING MINUTES as 
submitted. Tabled for review of minutes.  

REVIEW OF TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF SEPTEMBER EXPENSES The 
financial statements for the month were reviewed, noting that the payroll had been reviewed and 
approved by the Treasurer. The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher.

PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING THE PROPOSED 2019 REAL ESTATE, COMMERCIAL AND PERSONAL PROPERTY TAXES Mayor Stewart opened the public hearing and explained the City’s policy of adopting tax rates in order to hold revenue steady. The City Administrator reviewed the assessed valuations for property in the City and the proposed tax rates in order to hold revenue steady, noting that final assessments were not yet available and there could be changes to the final assessed values. The Board heard questions and comments from the public then closed the public hearing.

ORDINANCE NUMBER 873 AN ORDINANCE SETTING THE 2019 TAX RATES FOR REAL ESTATE, COMMERCIAL AND PERSONAL PROPERTY TAXES IN THE CITY OF OAKLAND Alderman Godsy moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 873, Alderman Steuby seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by the City Attorney.  There was no further discussion and a quorum was confirmed and the City Attorney read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0.

CITIZEN COMMENTS The Board heard suggestions for a stream clean up project in the City from an Eagle Scout candidate. The Board also heard questions about a possible pond nuisance abatement and drainage issues in the City which were referred to the City Attorney.

UPDATES FROM CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER, LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR AND CITY ENGINEER The Board heard updates from the City Engineer regarding the future need for a guard rail installation on Argonne after MSD work is complete. He suggested that Ford Asphalt be contacted regarding smaller street repairs in the City but that bids be sought for the larger work being considered on Sappington following the water main replacement. Cozy by Nature was authorized to plant spring flower bulbs in the City at a cost of up to $1750.

SPECIAL DISCUSSION
1) The city picnic will be held on October 5.
2) An update on the water main replacement on Sappington was given by the City Engineer.
3) An update on the MSD project on Argonne was given by the City Engineer.
4) Potential street improvements were discussed by the City Engineer.
5) Potential dates for the Boards and Commissions Appreciation Dinner were discussed.
6) The agenda for the upcoming Planning and Zoning Commission meeting was reviewed.
7) The City Attorney updated the Board on delinquent cell tower taxes in the City.
8) The Board reviewed a proposal for a new aquatic and recreation agreement with the Cities of Kirkwood and Glendale and authorized the City Administrator to continue the discussion.
9) The City Administrator updated the Board on the annual audit. The Board authorized the renewal of the vector control agreement with the County and the winter snow clearance contract with Midwest Snow. The Board authorized the purchase of a new laptop and phone for the City. 

Alderman Godsy requested a survey be done on Pelican to determine where the City’s 
maintenance obligation ended.

Alderwoman Lueker had nothing further. 

Alderman Hensley had nothing further.

Alderman Steuby asked that the City reach out to the Fire Department regarding potential Prop P projects, and asked that a review be made of the need for street and crosswalk painting in the City.

Mayor Stewart reported on a recent meeting of Mayors where Oakland was commended for its 
efficiency.

A move to enter into closed session pursuant to RSMO 610.021(1) to discuss legal matters and potential litigation was made by Alderman Godsy, seconded by Alderwoman Lueker and carried 4-0 by a roll call vote  of: Alderman Godsy-yes, Alderman Steuby-yes, Alderman Hensley-yes, Alderwoman Lueker-yes.

The meeting was adjourned by a vote of 4-0.
