Dear Residents:
This fall the City has much to celebate!  Our recylcing cart program has been a great success and our City Picnic is just around the corner.  We are grateful to QuikTrip for their generous support of this community event!  
We are also preparing to celebrate Oakland’s unique history with the publication of a book on Oakland history next year.  In preparing for the publication of the book, we are looking for photographs of the City and its unique features.  I am therefore pleased to announce the first Oakland Photography Contest.  We are looking for photos of neighborhoods, street scenes, ponds, streams, bridges, trees and Oakland’s many institutions but not encouraging photos of people or individual houses unless there is some historic association with Oakland.
There will be two categories in the contest, one for full color photograpghs of any Oakland exterior subject or scenes of the past 15 years or so, and another for black and white photographs of historic scenes of past years in Oakland.  The entry deadline is 6:00 p.m. on October 8 at the Mayor’s office at 105 Minturn in Oakland. There is no entry fee, and there will be three cash prizes of up to $100 in each category. Mayor Paul Marti, 
OAKLAND CITY PICNIC!!

The City’s annual picnic will take place on Saturday, October 9 from noon to 4:00 p.m. at Loewnau Park.  There will be great barbeque, music, and activities for the kids. 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Holmes Avenue Improvements

Thanks to a federal grant received by the Cities of Oakland and Kirkwood, Holmes Avenue is slated for major improvements over the next year.  The scope of the project will include the replacement (but not the widening) of the existing street with new curbs and gutters, new four-foot wide sidewalks, crosswalks, chicanes (small traffic islands) to slow traffic, some new drainage features and pedestrian street lighting.  The scope of the project does not include widening the street or installing a bike path.  The street right of way will remain at its current width.  The cities are working with an engineering firm and MODOT on the details of the project, and it is now expected that the project will go out for bid over the winter with construction beginning next spring.  While Homes is under construction one lane of traffic will remain open for vehicles, and residents along Holmes Avenue will have advance notice when work is being done on or near their driveways.  The Holmes project will greatly enhance our entire community when completed, and will benefit all the residents of the City.  We look forward to working with residents, MODOT and the City’s engineers and contractors to make the construction as easy as possible for everyone involved!
 Recycling Carts Reduce Trash!

Thanks to a grant from the St. Louis County Department of Health, City residents have been using recycling carts for the past year. The green carts with an Oakland logo hold 64 gallons of recycling and are picked up as a part of routine city service.  If you are new to the City and don’t have a cart let us know, some extra carts are available. Some tips for effective recycling include: rinse containers; include caps, lids and labels with containers; don’t include containers for motor oil, insecticide, herbicide or other hazardous chemicals; don’t include plastic bags; no #6 plastics which are typically found in Styrofoam or polystyrene are allowed; no paper towels, tissues or wipes can be recycled.  Items that can be recycled include: plastic containers, buckets, bottles and milk jugs; steel and tin cans; glass bottles and jars of any color; milk and juice cartons along with their caps and lids; newspapers; cardboard; brown paper bags; computer paper; junk mail; carrier stock; boxes for foods; paperback books, magazines, catalogs and telephone books.

Sewer Lateral Repair Program

The City of Oakland offers residents a Sewer Lateral Repair Program.  If you think you have a collapsed pipe, contact a plumber and have the line cabled at your expense. Once you have received the tape, contact City Building Inspector Greg Hanser. He will review the tape to verify your eligibility. If eligible, the resident decides on a contractor to do the repair and then pays for the repair in full.  Copies of the actual bill and receipt of payment can be sent to P. O. Box 220511, St. Louis, MO  63122 and reimbursement (up to $2500) will be sent to you after approved at the next Board meeting.
