Holmes Avenue Improvements

Beginning Now!!!

The Mayor and Board of Aldermen want to keep everyone informed about the work on Holmes Avenue.  Thanks to a federal grant received by the Cities of Oakland and Kirkwood, Holmes Avenue is slated for major improvements this year.  The scope of the project will include the replacement (but not the widening) of the existing street with new curbs and gutters, new four-foot wide sidewalks, crosswalks, chicanes (small traffic islands) to slow traffic, some new drainage features, a new water main and pedestrian street lighting.  

Work on the project has begun near QuikTrip and the Library, and work in the Melshire area will continue through April and possibly May.  During this time traffic should proceed with caution and follow all detour signs that may be posted.  Be aware that the Villas at Oak Bend are private property and their  driveways and parking areas should not be used as a detour.  

Once work is completed at this end of Holmes, crews will begin work on the residential areas of Holmes.  Work is likely to begin on the residential areas of the street in May.    Residents along Holmes with plants or other items in the City right-of-way that they would like to relocate should do so during the month of April.  Any items remaining in the right-of-way may be removed as needed by the crews as work progresses.  

As crews approach individual driveways, residents along Holmes Avenue will receive notice at their homes 48 hours in advance with directions regarding parking of cars, times of work and other information.

Missouri American Water will also be replacing the water main located underneath Holmes Avenue.  Residents will receive additional information from the Water Company as this work progresses.  Residents will be notified by the water company in advance of a brief disruption in service necessary to link homes to the new water main.    

While the residential area of Holmes is under construction, a lane of traffic will remain open for local traffic.  Work on the street will likely take place throughout the summer and fall of this year.  Throughout this time the general contractor, JM Marschuetz, will have a supervisor on the street.  His name is Dennis Staffin and he is here to answer questions and advise residents on the progress of the project.  Of course, questions can always be sent to the City Administrator as well.

The Holmes project will greatly enhance our entire community when completed, and will benefit all the residents of the City.  We look forward to working with residents, MODOT and the City’s engineers and contractors to make the construction as easy as possible for everyone involved!  
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Yard Waste Collection 

Resumes for Spring!
As in years past, the collection of yard waste resumes in spring on our normal trash collection and recycling day of Tuesday.  In addition, if you are new to the City and do not have a recycling Cart you may contact the City in order to request delivery of a cart. Remember that there is more to be recycled than just glass bottles! Single stream recycling allows residents to mix all their recyclable materials together in the recycling cart. Sewer Lateral Repair Program

The City of Oakland offers residents a Sewer Lateral Repair Program.  If you think you have a collapsed pipe, contact a plumber and have the line cabled at your expense. Once you have received the tape, contact City Building Inspector Greg Hanser. He will review the tape to verify your eligibility. If eligible, the resident decides on a contractor to do the repair and then pays for the repair in full.  Copies of the actual bill and receipt of payment can be sent to P. O. Box 220511, St. Louis, MO  63122 and reimbursement (up to $2500) will be sent to you after approved at the next Board meeting.
