BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING

MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  
APPROVAL OF THE FEBRUARY 8, 2010 BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES-  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the February 8, 2010 Board of Aldermen minutes as submitted. There being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderwoman Graves so moved, seconded by Alderman Bach.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  

TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE FEBRUARY 2010 VOUCHER Treasurer Funk reported on the current income and expenses for the City.   The March voucher was reviewed and the MMCJA amount changed to $230 to cover the Judge’s conference.  It was also agreed that as soon as the first Holmes reimbursement is received a check should be cut to Kirkwood for their half. Alderwoman Graves moved to approve the voucher and Alderman Stewart seconded the motion.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher.  Treasurer Funk reviewed three proposals for auditing services from Fick, Eggemeyer & Williamson, Grabel, Schnieders, Hollman &Co., and Ross, Spinner &Co.  Fick was the lowest proposal capable of doing a single audit which will be required due to federal funding of Holmes.  Alderman Stewart moved and Alderman Graville seconded a motion to retain Fick according to the terms of the proposal to do the audit for three years including single audits as required each year.  The Board approved the motion 4-0.

CITIZEN COMMENTS: Eagle Scout candidate Michael Garrett offered to do an Eagle Scout project in one of the City Parks. The Board discussed the best possible projects and agreed to have Mr. Garrett work with Mr. Hanser on building the brick bike pads in Backstoppers Park.
APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS- There were no appointments at this time.

PUBLIC HEARING TO CONSIDER AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT TO CLEAR WIRELESS, LLC. TO PERMIT THE CO-LOCATION OF A TELECOMMUNICATIONS ANTENNA AND EQUIPMENT AT THE WEBSTER GROVES CHRISTIAN CHURCH AT 1320 WEST LOCKWOOD BLVD, IN THE SP DISTRICT The Mayor opened the public hearing and a presentation was made by Steve Ward, on behalf of Clear Wireless, showing the location of the proposed antenna and equipment.  Sprint, US Cellular and T-Mobile are already at the location and Clear Wireless will be the fourth to co-locate.  A copy of the signed lease with the Church will be provided to the City.  Mr. Ward answered questions from the Board and there were no other citizen comments or questions.  The public hearing was closed.
ORDINANCE 787: AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT TO CLEAR WIRELESS, LLC. TO PERMIT THE CO-LOCATION OF A TELECOMMUNICATIONS ANTENNA AND EQUIPMENT AT THE WEBSTER GROVES CHRISTIAN CHURCH AT 1320 WEST LOCKWOOD BLVD, IN THE SP DISTRICT Alderman Stewart moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 787.  Alderman Bach seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by Mayor Marti.  A quorum was confirmed and Attorney Starr read the ordinance a second time.  The ordinance passed 4-0.  
SPECIAL DISCUSSION 

1. Holmes Avenue Update:  The Board reviewed the tentative timeline for Holmes Avenue improvements and agreed that Todd Rehg from Kirkwood should be designated to approve change orders in the field when construction begins.

2.  Potential Engineering Bids for Park Avenue Improvements: The scope of a potential project was discussed. Mayor Marti advised that Wind Engineering would like to submit a fee proposal for the engineering for Park Avenue.  The Mayor and Alderman Stewart will work on obtaining some fee proposals for the Board to review regarding a potential street improvement on Park Avenue which might include addressing the condition of the street, drainage, storm sewers (to MSD requirements), curbs and gutters.  

3. Review of Potholes in the City and Options for Repair: Ford Asphalt’s proposals to repair potholes in the City were reviewed and discussed.  Alderman Bach moved and Alderman Graville seconded a motion to accept the three fee proposals dated 3-8-10 totaling $10,750 in additional work.  The Board approved the motion 4-0. 

4. Review Application for Fireworks at Westborough Country Club: an application for fireworks on Memorial Day weekend is pending. The Board voted 4-0 to approve if details are acceptable to Kirkwood Fire officials.

5. Lamertin Lane Damage:  Waste Management is replacing the stones in the island.  Mr. Hanser will help determine if the planter damaged was in City right of way.

6. Review Potential Eagle Scout Project: see citizen comments.

7. Review Potential Ordinance for Increased Building Permit Violation Penalties: The Board discussed the need to penalize those who do work without the required permits and inspections, and an ordinance from Webster Groves was reviewed. The Board asked that a similar ordinance be prepared for Oakland.

8. Potential Oakland History Book: Alderman Stewart discussed the fact that the Boltens are incurring some expenses (copying, research, etc.) for the potential history book for the City.  The Board asked the City Attorney to propose a possible agreement regarding the reimbursement of these expenses.

9.City Administrator’s Report.  The City Administrator’s Report was reviewed and discussed. The Board agreed to pay expenses for Mr. Hanser’s MABOI educational programs.  A Garage Sale date of 5/15 was chosen.  The Board determined to skip the July meeting if possible or to move to an alternate date of 7/19 if a meeting is required.  The Board authorized the repair of the light fixture in Backstoppers Park at a cost of approximately $635.  It was agreed that the City Attorney would review and update the Cell Tower ordinance as necessary and desirable.  

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Stewart had nothing further.

Alderwoman Graves had nothing further.  

Alderman Bach distributed red cross survival kits.  

Alderman Graville had nothing further.

Mr. Hanser reported on permits issued to date.

Mayor Marti updated the Board about a MSD meeting he attended. 

MISCELLANEOUS- none

Alderwoman Graves moved to adjourn and Alderman Stewart seconded the motion which carried 4-0.
