MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present.  

APPROVAL OF THE JANUARY AND FEBRUARY BOARD OF ALDERMEN MINUTES -  Mayor Marti asked if there were any comments regarding the minutes as submitted, there being none, Mayor Marti requested a motion for the approval of the minutes as submitted. Alderman Stewart so moved with regard to the January minutes, seconded by Alderman Godsy.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.  Alderman Stewart then so moved with regard to the February minutes, seconded by Alderman Godsy.  The Board voted 4-0 in favor of the approval.
TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE MARCH VOUCHER The March voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month.   The Board voted 4-0 in favor of approving the voucher and expenses. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS:  Citizens informed the Board of upcoming events on Ursuline’s campus that are open to City residents, and also about the upcoming Republican Caucus. 
ORDINANCE NUMBER 812 AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE REDISTRICTING OF WARD BOUNDARIES IN CONFORMITY WITH THE UNITED CENSUS FIGURES OF 2010 AND FEDERAL LAW FOR THE CITY OF OAKLAND, MISSOURI  Alderman Godsy moved for the first and second reading and subsequent passage of Ordinance 812.  Alderman Hensley seconded the motion, a quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read by the City Attorney.  The new ward map was reviewed and it was suggested that the language of the ordinance be clarified by inserting the words “by census tracts (blocks) as follows” after the words “shall be.” Alderman Stewart moved to amend the ordinance to reflect this change, and Alderman Godsy seconded the motion to amend which carried 4-0.  A quorum was confirmed and the ordinance was read a second time.  The ordinance as amended passed 4-0.  

SPECIAL DISCUSSION 
1. CDBG ACCESSIBILITY IMPROVEMENTS IN MINTURN PARK:   The Board reviewed the drawing done by Mayor Marti and authorized Alderman Steuby and the Mayor to work on obtaining pricing estimates for a bridge of that style.

2. ACORN ISSUES: The insurance claim for the broken acorn was received and work on the replacement has begun.  

3. GRAVES MEMORIAL Alderman Stewart discussed the Graves Memorial plaque at the pavilion and the ceremony on April 7 at 10:00 a.m.

4. FORTUNE LANE MEDIAN ISSUES: The City Administrator updated the Board on the city consultant’s meeting with the FRRA at the end of March and the list of reasons for the requested shortening that is being compiled, specifically including the problems with inability to plow and salt Holmes alongside the median. 

5. REVIEW OF LANDSCAPE CONTRACT: The Board reviewed the landscape bid along with the City Attorney and authorized the issuance of the bid specs.  The Bid package will be mailed to known potential bidders and advertised in the Webster Kirkwood Times.

6. REVIEW STATUS OF BUILDING COMPLIANCE ISSUES AND POTENTIAL FOR OCCUPANCY CODE REVISIONS: The resolution of recent building code issues was reported.  The possibilities and limitations of potential occupancy permit requirements was reported by the City Attorney.

7. HOLMES AVENUE UPDATE INCLUDING STREET TREE DISCUSSION.  Final reimbursements are anticipated in the coming month.  The Board determined that it would be best to wait to plant new street trees in the fall.

8. MUNICIPAL LEAGUE DINNER IN OAKLAND: Mayor Marti reviewed that it is the City’s turn to host the Municipal League dinner on April 26.  Westborough and Ursuline are both options, with Ursuline being much less expensive.  The Board voted 4-0 to authorize the Mayor to arrange the event at Ursuline and spend up to $1500. 

9. WEBSITE UPDATES AND OPTIONS: The City Administrator will be looking at options to better utilize the website.

10. CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: The City Administrator’s report was reviewed. 

REPORTS FROM MAYOR AND ALDERMEN

Alderman Stewart requested that Outdoor Solutions be asked to clean debris at Berry and Frisco.

Alderman Steuby had nothing further.

Alderman Godsy reported the repair of damage done to a sewer lateral by a City street sign. 

Alderman Hensley noted that Laclede had not been making proper asphalt/concrete repairs.  Mr. Hanser agreed to contact Laclede.

Mayor Marti had nothing further.

MISCELLANEOUS- None

A move to adjourn the meeting carried 4-0.
